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ABSTRACT

The purposes of the research were to study 1) the agrotourism management of
Banpeemod in Amphur Bang Ban, Phranakhon Si Ayutthaya, and 2 ) problems and suggestions
for agrotourism of Banpeemod in Amphur Bang Ban, Phranakhon Si Ayutthaya. The samples
were 11 committees of the Banpeemod Agrotourism Center and 3 relevant people. The research
tools were interviewing form, questionnaire, and focus group with participatory observation. The
data were analyzed by descriptive method and frequency and percentage.

The findings revealed that :

1. The agrotourism management was performed by committee of the Banpeemod
Agrotourism Center. The activities held for tourists were: visiting fruit gardens, multi-
agriculture, herbal gardens, product conversion, temple visits, social and religious activities
cooperated with Bangnan Municipal and Phranakhon Si Ayutthaya Provincial Agriculture Office
and District Agriculture Office that supported information for tourists, central agrotourism
networks to exchange experiences, problem solution, tourist transfer in the community, home
stays, facilities, tourist attractions guest speakers, demonstration, sign boards, local dishes,
souvenirs, budgets and tourists’ incomes.

2. The problems of agrotourism management were: 1) the differences of ages, jobs,
education backgrounds of committee of agrotourism center, and relative characteristic, 2) the
uncertain amount of tourists caused supplementary incomes, 3) the lack of net works for
cooperation, 4) service problems of home stays and limitation of activities because of the flooded
areas, and 5) the lack of budgets from local and central offices to support and develop

agrotourism resources and facilities.
