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ABSTRACT

The research aimed at studying the pattern and process of communication for
inheriting San-Don-Ta Tradition as well as relevant factors namely; social, economic,
and technology is People’s perception of San-Don-Ta Tradition was also analyzed.

The research mixed both qualitative and quantitative research. Qualitative
research the purposive sampling was used from the group of villagers. Target group
was divided into four categories from 21 people that consisted of bureaucrats, rural
Wisemen, community leaders and family members. This research used in-depth
interview to collect qualitative data.

The analysis of research was liable with the data collected since September 16,
2009 to October 27, 2009 and checking the data from in-depth interviewing. The
reliability of data was achieved by data triangulation and analysis using typological
analysis and then consider the relevance of data types that are divided based on the
objectives and issues along the research question or set initially.

The result of the research reveals that the pattern and process of
communication for inhering San-Don-Ta Tradition is divided into 3 phases;

1. Two-way communication was used during the pre-phase of tradition fairs in
the form of formal and informal, with verbal and non-verbal languages. The flow of
communication is divided into 3 kinds: up-down, horizontal, and bottom-up.

2. Two-way communication was used during the transmission-phase of
traditional fairs, in the form of formal and informal, with verbal and non-verbal
languages. The flow of communication is divided into 2 kinds: up-down, and horizontal.

3. Two-way communication was used during the post-phase of traditional fairs in
the form of formal and informal, with verbal and non-verbal languages. The flow of
communication is only one kind: bottom-up.

The factors that are associated with the San-Don-Ta traditional. Researchers

found that Although there are any changes might occur with the technology, but social,



economic and ethnic Khmer Sutin Thai people siill practice San-Oon-Ta traditionai
every yaar. The changes that ocour not only negatively affect only because some
changes such as more modem lechnalagy. It makes it convenient te send the same
message of to persuade to join San-Don-Ta Festival,

The quantitative research was uscd the accidental sampling to ask about the
attitucle of 200 pecple almost San-Don-Ta tradition. This sampling was collected during

the people who were joined the San-Don-Ta Tradition Fairs at Surin province.
Dascriptive statistics was usad to analyze data.

The people also reveal the attitude that San-Don-Ta Tradition reflect the respoct
and gratitude forwards ancestor, unity within the community. Furthermorc, it showed the
structure of Thai Khmaor people, their generosity, and strang relationship among family
members as well as promotes the provincial tourist attraction.

However, cerain groups of paople lnok at that San-Don-Ta Tradition is something
strange like a fun entertalnment. 1t is ignorance and superstition.

Although people are perceived to San-Don-Ta Tradition. But what everyone
has seen a consistent and be in the same way. San-Don-Ta Tradition should presaerva
with the constant traditional. And some members of the public opinion that they should

change to date. But no one indicated that this tradition should be canceled.
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
