Rayong is located about 220 kilometers southeast of Bangkok. Rayong is a
booming town on the eastern seaboard. Its seashore is around 100 kilometers long.
The province has two important rivers, the Rayong River, 50 kilometers long, and the
Prasae River, which is 36 kilometers long. The province is abundant with natural
resources including forests, marine life and fresh water fish and mineral ore. The main
industry of the province is seafood. Rayong is a major center for fish products,
particularly shrimp paste and fish sauce. Fish sauce isused in just about every kind of
Thai food. Apart from fish production, fruit production and rubber are also important
productions of the province.

Muang Klaeng in Rayong is the birthplace of Sunthom Phu, Thailand’s great
poet of early Rattanakosin Period. It is believed that the tropical island of Koh Samet,
from which the writer drew his inspiration for the imaginary island of Koh Kaew
Phisadan, is where much of the story of Phra Aphai Mani‘takes place.

Rayong is administratively divided into 8 districts and subdistricts: Muang,
Ban Khai, Klaeng, Ban Chang, Pluak Daeng, Wang Chan, Khao Chamao and Nikhom

"Phattana.

Rayong appeared in Thai history in the year 1570 during reign of King Maha
Thammaracha of Ayutthaya Period. In the year 1767, a short time before Ayutthaya
fell to Burma. Phraya Kamphaengphet, who later became King Taksin of Thonburi,
was marching along the east coast trying to rally his followers for a campaign to expel
the Burmese invaders. His first victqry was won by taking Muang Rayong. He stayed

at Muang Rayong for 7-8 days before moving to take Chanthaburi.

THE KING TAKSIN SHRINE. The shrine is located at Wat Lum Mahachai
Chumphon in the township of Rayong. King Taksin, the only king of the Thonburi
Period once passed through Rayong on the way to wrestle back Chanthaburi from
aggressors. The shrine was built to commemorate the occation when King Taksin
rallied Thai warriors to liberate the country from Burmese occupation before setting up
a new capital in Thonburi, which is now a part of Bangkok metropolis on the west
bank of the Chao Phraya River.

PHRA CHEDI KLANG NAM. It is located about 2 kilometers from the
center of town. The stupa is on an inlet of the Rayong River. Thisancient white stupa
is about 10 meters high. Every year during November, there is a festival to celebrate
this stupa, with exciting boat races, folk plays and performances.

PHRA BUDDHA ANGKHEEROT. This Buddhist shrine is built in
traditional Thai architectural'style. It is at Si Muang Park behind the city hall. The park
is on a seventy-rai spread with lots of flowers and trees.

WAT PA PRADU. The temple was built during the Ayutthaya Period and is
located in the center of town. The temple houses a large reclining Buddha image about
11 meters long and 4 meters high.

THE RAYONG CITY PILLAR. Is located at the Lak Muang Road and it is
highly worshipped by the town people.

THE STATUE OF SUNTHORN PHU. The statue is situated at the village of
Ban Klam, Klaeng District, “the birthplace of Sunthorn Phu, (1786-1855) of the early
19" century. Thailand greatest poet.” (Tourism Authority of Thailand 1995 a : 13) The
. beautiful memorial park has Sunthorn Phu in sitting position with pen and paper in his
hand. Below him at the bottom of the smalt hill sits Phra Aphai Mani, playing his flute.

Other characters from Sunthorn Phu’s work are scattered throughout the park.
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KHAO LAEM YA - SAMET ISLAND NATIONAL PARK. Thisisa
marine national park. The biggest attraction of this national park is Samet Island. It is
located 6.5 kilometers from Ban Phe, a fishing town of Rayong. It is the province’s
most popular island with crystal clear water, ideal for snorkeling or scuba diving. The
island has beautiful white sand beaches that are as smooth as glass. Koh Samet is also
called Koh Kaew Phitsadan, on which Sunthorn Phu based the story of Phra Aphai
Mani.

This national park also includes the islands of Kudi, Kruai, Kham and Plai Tin.
The beautiful beaches in this national park are Thapthim, Sai Kaew, Cho, Phrauw,
Phai, Thian, Wong Duen, Wai and Kiw. |

SOPHA BOTANICAL GARDEN. The garden is located in Muang district.
It has a numerous variety of trees and plants. Here one can see classical Thai style
houses with the display of antique abjects. The houses are more than a hundred years
old.

KHAO CHAMAO NATIONAL PARK. The park is located 274 kilometers
from Bangkok. It is a botanical park with an eight-level waterfall.

THE SUAN SON PINE PARK. It is located about 5 kilometers from Ban
Phe. It is popular picnic place, with shady areas and white clean sand.Other natural
atiractions are Suan Wang Kaew, Laem Mae Phim, Khao Wong CaveHat Sai Thong,
Koh Saket, Koh Man Nai, Koh Man Klang etc.

WAT SARANAT THAMMARAM. This temple is located in Klaeng District.
The temple houses the replica of Phra Phuttha Chinarat of Phitsanulok. At the four
comers of the temple are the replicas of Phra Pathom Chedi, Phra That Pﬁanom,

Buddha Gaya and Phra That Chaiya.
