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Executive Summary

Research on title “Transnational Crime on economic and social impact in Pattaya City”
aimed to study characteristics, types or forms transnational crime in the Pattaya City. Secondly, it was
to study context-related transnational crime and thirdly, to study the economic and social impact of
Pattaya City from transnational crime. People who lived in Pattaya City and government officials
working in the area were the sample and key informants. Both quantitative and qualitative research
were used. For quantitative research, data were collected by questionnaire and were analyzed by
frequencies, percentage and mean. In terms of qualitative research, data were collected by document

study and in-depth interview and were analyzed by content analysis.

Summary of results

According to the overview results of transnational crime forms, both people and
government officials in the area agreed that it was committed jointly with the Thai people and
foreigners mostly in crime. Moreover, they provided information about friendly environment to
the occurrence and growth of transnational crime. It was found that Russian and Pakistani
nationality and Islam religion caused the highest crime.

While transnational crime mostly affected on people’s the way of life in social impact,
it could be seen that people not only realized safety of their life and property but also affected
the good local tradition which contrast to government official opinions. They viewed that people
were affected in economic impact more than the others because the government officials considered
that Thai people were scrambled for both medium and large businesses, etc. however, it was
similarly evidenced the facts between the people and government officials as follows:

1. Tradition and culture today were different what it was in the past.

2. There were larceny, theft, and holdup in widely.

3. Drug addiction was growing.

The nature and types of transnational crime in Pattaya area, drugs was mostly smuggled
in trade, Ice was imported from Burma, and Ecstacy (E) was imported from countries in Europe
especially Netherlands which was a major source, and Cocaine was imported from South American

countries. Secondly, it was trafficking of persons which the most business was the selling sex



in both Thai and foreign women particularly prostitutes from Russia and Uzbekistan that was

controlled by Russian mafia. owning entertainment business. Moreover, there was also a boy selling
services in some place. Thirdly, it was laundering which was reflected in the purchase of real estate,
entertainment business, or other illegitimate businesses such as gambling football desktop, etc.,
by illegal or unclearly foreign finance which many groups were verified and observed by
Anti - Money Laundering Office (AMLO). Besides, there were the other transnational crimes such
as counterfeiting in document, trafficking in arms, offense in the computer, etc. In overall, all types
of maltreatment were joint action between Thai and foreigners.

Characteristics of the maltreatment and the relevant context could be concluded that
the key group was the Russian who owned entertainment business, travel business and the sexual
sell services. The Scandinavian owned the entertainment business, import-export business but
smuggled the drugs. The Chinese owned the travel business but counterfeited the government
document and imported Chinese gang. While the Indian owned the legal business, in fact, they
counterfeited passports and credit cards including stealing in the hotel or shop.

Transnational crime affected on both the economic and social in Pattaya. City It were
that although there was the impact in employment and tourism in Pattaya, sometimes there was
only trade in the same nationality because foreigner businessmen had much capital or better
funding so Thai business lost opportunity. Moreover, public sector in both central and local had to
pay the budgets to build public utility or other costs which taxes or any fee can not be collected.
It was because those were illicit businesses. In addition, Thai social value was changed from
the past. It was that the maltreatment of youth in Pattaya City about drugs and stealing
continuously grew. Girl youth thought that the prostitute was normal, received much income, had
a fun and wanted to get a foreign husband. Nevertheless, Thai tradition, such as Songkran and
Loy Kratong Festival, was for entertainment only.

From the results of this study, it could be seen that government officials efficiently
performed duties in stealing the weapon trade, counterfeiting the personal document. For the

international terrorism, government officials were efficiently performing in the lower level.



Suggestions

The study had important suggests : it should be up to date law and inclusive in
illegitimacy base of transnational crime. In addition, the government officials should be trained to
be expert in their duty, and the civil society and mass media sector should further be promoted to
involve in transnational crime operations and to prevent and solve in transnational crime problem

and its impacts in Pattaya City more efficiently.
