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Abstract

The purposes of this research were to examine the English speaking ability, and the
students’ motivation in learning before and after being taught through problem-based learning
activities. The subjects comprised 55 fourth-year Tourism Industry Major students of Rajabat
Institute, Amphur Muang, Chiang Mai, who enrolled in English for Tourism course, during the
second semester of the academic year 2001, The research instruments consisted of 2 lesson
plans focused on problem-based learning activities, the English speaking assessment criteria,
and the students® learning motivation questionaires. The duration of the experiment was 10
weeks. The data collected were statistically analyzed through SPSS computer program.

The findings of this research were as follows:

1. After being taught, more than 60 percents of the students obtained the English
speaking ability scores equivalent to the fairly good level.
2. The post-test mean score of students’ learning motivation were higher than that

of the pre-test one.
