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ABSTRACT

The main objective of this study was to study the economic impacts of flood problem on the
tourist industry in Pai District, Mae Hong Son Province.

This study covers 100 interviews, using a questionnaire designed with the tourism industry.
The random sampling was taken from the tourism industry which was located in the Pai district, Mae
Hong Son Province. The analysis tool was descriptive statistics such as percentage and frequency.

The results of this study showed that 94 percent of businesses that provided services in the
Pai District, Mae Hong Son Province had character as an owner. 43 percent of those businesses had a
previous business like the place lodges. 36 percent of those businesses had first floor commerce. 75
percent of those businesses had an employer and 5 employees. 60 percent of those businesses had a
capital lower than 5,000 a baht per day. 78 percent of those businesses had an average income

average less than 5,000 baht per day.



The income of the tourism industry in Pai District, Mae Hon Son Province before flood
occurrence in 2005 in institute business lodges, food shop business, store business and other business
were 12,854,643.60 baht, 2,774,400 baht, 6,786,000 baht and 2,314,800 baht per year, respectively.

The damages of 2005’s flood did affect 92 percent of service businesses in the area. Institute
business lodges, food shop businesses, store business, and other business services were incurred
damages of 2,365,861.56 baht, 504,300 baht, 1,000,288.21 baht and 679,430.77 baht, respectively.
Moreover, the 2005’s flood destroyed the assets of tourism industry in Pai District about 82,453,315

baht.
