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The purpose of this study aimed to investigate the community residents’ participation in
developing and conserving their eco-tourism sites in Ban Roummit Village, Moo 2, Mae Yao
Sub-District, Muang District, Chiangrai Province, and the factors affecting the community
residents’ participation in developing and conserving their eco-tourism sites in Ban Roummit
Village, Moo 2, Mae Yao Sub-District, Muang District, Chiangrai Province. For data gathering,
62 leaders of their communities, organizations, and entrepreneurs were randomly sampled. The
research instruments drawn for this study were a questionnaire, and group discussion. The data
with applications of the on-going strategies for their participation were systematically analyzed by
frequency distribution, percentage, mean, and standard deviation; and were then presented with
the narrative technique.

The findings of the study revealed that their participation in developing and conserving
eco-tourism sites in Ban Roummit Village, Moo 2, Mae Yao Sub-District, Muang District,
Chiangrai Province were all averaged at a moderate level in terms of their development and
conservation of eco-tourism sites, the management of eco-tourism tour programs, and eco-tourism

conservational activities, respectively.



In addition, the internal factors affecting their participation in developing and
conserving their eco-tourism sites were all averaged at a higher level in terms of the community
residents’ academic services, the development ad conservation of interesting eco-tourism sites,
the community residents’ available databases, the community residents’ participation, and the
community residents’ importance of their participation in developing and conserving eco-tourism
sites.

Otherwise, the external factors affecting their participation in developing and
conserving their eco-tourism sites were all averaged at a higher level in terms of the types of tour
programs, tourist attractions development, and the involved organizations’ financial supports.

In terms of the community residents’ participation in developing and conserving their
natural resources, their tree plantation was not only done by the community residents’ charities
during important  holidays, but the community residents’ and community committees’
participation in their deforestation and fire prevention was also proceeded twice a year and during
every November and December. As a result, these led to the harmonies of natural resources and
balanced forestation; moreover, unpleasant elephant drops found in their communities used for
both bio-gases and Sa paper production were more supported for their elimination of air pollution,
as well as environmental prevention.

In terms of the suggestions for the community residents’ participation in developing
and conserving eco-tourism sites, it was recommended that the provision for the enhancement of
the the communities’ various conservational activities, and the involved participants’ continuing
activity management, and participation in effectively managing tourist attractions in Ban
Roummit Village be both needed.

Also, the on-going strategies for the communities’ participation in developing and
conserving tourist attractions in Ban Roummit Village, it was suggested that the provision for the

enhancement of the communities’ cooperation in their conservational plans be required.
