Thruq;h the'mql} sis of the push and pull factors, the effect of the Directive
on the Thai industry w1}l‘bc determined.

The findings of this thesis are that the Dircetive will have different impact on
the push factors depended on the population group and the countries. Overall, the
cross-border movement will be facilitated because of the scheme established and the
European co-operation; Some patients wiﬂ gain mere confidence. However, the
Dircctive does not solve the lﬁhmnt problems of the system, which cause the push
factors to be strong. The pull factors, on the other hand, remain largely unaffected.
Only in the area of immediate. wmfa.biﬁty that responds to the waiting time will be
affected. Particularly, the number of patients from countries with this problem, which
are Germany, Sweden and the UK, will partially decrease. T!;e ‘industry will remain
