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This study examined residents and tourists’ opinions towards tourism development in
Surin, coupled with interviewing government officers and elite persons in the communities. Three
groups of sampling included: Surin residents; tourists visiting Surin; and government officers and
elite persons responsible for tourism development in Surin. Sampling size was calculated using
Yamanae equation. Data was collected by convenience sampling using questionnaire to 200 Surin
residents, and 200 Thai tourists. Three government officers and 8 elite persons were interviewed
using in-depth interview technique. Data from questionnaires were analyzed using mean and
percentile, and data from the interviews were grouped and described.

It was found that most residents had highly willing to involve in: development of tourism
attraction (X = 4.17), tourism activities that government support (X = 4.16), and tourism
management (X = 4.17). Most tourists highly agreed that tourism products in Thai Silk Villages
should be developed such as accessibility (X = 4.16), available packages (X = 4.12), and ancillary
services (X =4.12).

Guidelines for tourism development of Thai Silk villages in Surin concluded from the
study were as follow: long-term and short-term tourism planning should be developed; local
government department should educate communities in tourism development and promote
community involvement in tourism development; and development of tourism products and
services were necessary.
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
