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This thesis aims at analyzing the content and language techniques or linguistic 

strategies in NIW KLOM's travelogues. The analysis is based on the data taken fmm his 6 

Iravelogues. 

In terms of the content, it is lound thal Niw Klom's travelogues mainly present 1) the 

travel information and 2) the writer's world-life views. The travel information includes 1) the 

information about the twrisl attractions 2) suggestions for travelers 3) travel anecdotes. The 

writer's world-life views include philosophical views on the physical and social world, as well 

as on life. Unlike many other Thai travelogues. the content 01 Niw Klom's travelogues is 

focused on the writer's world-life views rather than travel information. In fact, even the 

information about the twrist attraclions is sometimes linked to the writer's world-life views. 

In terms of the writer's views on physical and social world. Niw Klom has some 

thoughts about the world as follows: 1) the world is a great place for learning 2) the world and 

living creatures depend on each other 3) the world and the environment have been destroyed 

,by human beings 4) Ihe world is owned by the young living things. Niw Klom expresses his 

views on life that 1 )  humans should understand many aspects of life. In other words, they 

should understand that humans must rely on each other. that life is short, that humans have 

dreams and hopes, that lhere are always obslacles in life. and thal humans live to learn. 2) 

humans should live happily by accepting others' differences. being generous, raising self- 

worth, establishing friendships with others, building self+steem, having hope and faith. 

overcoming obstacles, and realizing thal happiness is all around us. 

The language techniques include using 1) emphasis 2) pun 3) incongruity 4) 

comparison 5) metorical questions 6) epigram 7) quotation 8) dialogue. Each linguistic 

strategy mostly occurs together with others rather than occur alone. 
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
