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The objectives of this study are to investigate whether sub-regional 

agreements are effective to the promotion and development of tourism among 

Thailand, Laos and Cambodia, to what extent the agreements have been 

implemented, and how the implementation supports tourism among the three 

countries. To conduct the study, existing resources and factors which are important 

to the promotion and development of tourism among Thailand, Laos and Cambodia 

were explored. Sub-regional agreements were analyzed concerning the promotion 

and development of tourism. The implementation of agreements was considered in 

terms of problems and solutions. 

The results of the analysis revealed that the sub-regional agreements 

are effective to the promotion and development of tourism among Thailand , Laos and 

Cambodia in a certain level. Each agreement supports tourism in its clause. 

However, the agreements are not the only important factor but implementation is 

equally significant. The findings showed that although the agreements were not 

completely followed among the three countries, the existing implementation can 

promote and develop the tourism among Thailand, Laos and Cambodia. It is 

suggested that if the three countries would like to promote and develop the tourism 

more effectively, they should improve the regulations and practice concerning the 

tourism more sincerely. 
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
