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Abstract

The purposes of this research were: (1) to find out appropriate guidelines to promote community
involvement in developing Wat Sai floating market. (2) to study guidelines for promotion st:ctaincble tourism.
(3) problem and obstacles of Wat Sai floating market development. Data was co!'acted froin 2 inethods:
interviews 2 government officials and 2 focus groups of 10 community leaders and 10 community residents.
The data was analysed and synthesized through conclusion interietation aid cornparison of data.

The results were (1) Guidelines to promote community involvement in </aveloping Wat Sai Floating
Market should come from cooperation among community cs/dents. government officials, community leaders
and stakeholders in identifying problems, decisiocn — niakiry, implementation, evaluation and obtaining
benefits on principles to develop ard to rehabilitate rafural environments, community lifestyles, to create the
spirit of environment conservation, 0 Lronnte tourism, to produce mass media and to establish local
regulations and rules to protect ncture! environment. All project and activities should come from the true
needs of the communrity. (2) /s for promoting sustainable tourism, what should be emphasized is to
conserve nature as 0ng as possible. All concerned parties should work together in terms of networks and
should be c¢ontinucusly supported by government sector and follow — up study and evaluation should also
be dore (3) As for problems and obstacles of Wat Sai floating market it was found that people’s opinion
ahout closing and opening water gates still in conflict, people in community provided less cooperation in
>nvironment conservation, there were a lot of people migrating from other communities, there fore,
relationship among community residents seemed rather weak. Thus, there was no sincerity in problem
solving. It was also found that the canal was polluted because the residents had no spirit to keep it clean.

The canal was also narrow and difficult to widen. Community lacked of supports from concerned people.
