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Abstract

This research aimed to 1) study the potentiality of Ban Seelong coastal area to be developed as an
cco-tourism resort 2) study the strategies to develop Ban Seelong eco-tourism coastal resort to reach the highest
possibility. The key informants of this rescarch were 4 groups; tourists, concerning state personncls, community
leaders and local people. The data were collected by individual and focus group interviewing forms, an
obsreving form and other ficld rescarch instruments then analyzed by content and triangulion analysis.

The rescarch result showed that 1) Ban Seelong coastal community Moo 12, Klongdan
Subdistrict. Bangbo District. Samutprakan Province was a flat coastal area near the Gulf of Thailand and once
used to be a fruitful mangrove forest so there was a Jot of pure and fresh air. Later Tambon Klongdan
Administrative Organization set the project to solve the problem occurred by sea water and waves destroyed the
coast and to develop the arca by building a stone barrier, a wooden path for seeing eco-system of the mangrove
forest, small shelters for tourists’ relaxation and a bridge for viewing scenery. Morcover some people,
government and private personnels participated in growing and recovering the forest so the area had some
potentiality to be an cco-tourism resort and nowadays some tourists used it as a recreation area. 2) analysis of
ideas from 4 groups of informants it found strategies to develop Ban Seelong coastal area as follows; 2.1) the
nature of the mangrove forest should be recovered and the Jonger stone barrier should be built 2.2} many
infrastructures should be developed such as the road to the resort, parking arca, restrooms, restaurants etc. 2.3)
It should promote varicty of tourist activities such as growing forest, giving more knowledge in cco-system of
mangrove forest and sea animals ncar the coast by having guides to explain trees and animals including
promoting secing coastal fishery on the boat 2.4) good quality products from the sca both fresh and processed
food should be sold continually in reasonable prices 2.5) state organizations should be involved in forming
policics to develop the area and tourist activities 2.6) state and private organizations should set the budget to
support developing this arca and training the local people in order to help them have knowledge and ability to

manage Ban Seclong coastal area to be an appropriate cco-tourism resort.
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
