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Abstract

The Mun river is a main river in Northeast Thailand which flows across
Nakornrajsima, Burirum, Surin, Srisakes and Ubonrajthani. This gives advantages to
these provinces both in agriculture and in creating various jobs for people in rural areas.
At present, development of eco-tourism along the Mun river is not much encouraged.
This research project, Level and Quality of Water in the Mun River for Water Way Tourism,
provides some information for tourism development along the Mun river. The water
level and its quality was studied at many areas that has high potentiality for tourism
such as Pimai district, Nakornrajsima and Muang district, Piboonmungsaharn district,
Khong-jium district, Ubonrajthani. The research group has measured the depth of the
Mun river and collected water samples in winter, summer and rainy season. Physical
properties, chemical properties and heavy metals in the water samples were analyzed.
It was found that boat traveling was unavailable at Pimai in summer because of low
water level. From rainy season to the beginning of winter was a good period for boat
traveling. However, the area near Pimai Dam has enough water for eco-tourism all the
year. At Ubonrajthani, boat tourism is available all year in the first route, Khong-jium
district & Pak-Mun Dam. The second route, the Mun river & Piboonmungsaharn district
and Muang district, is available from the end of July to the middle of September
because water level was very high at this period of time. However, boat traveling at
short distance in Muang district and Piboonmungsaharn district can be done all the
year. Water quality of the Mun river at Pimai district, Nakornrajsima and Ubonrajthani
was in normal range. When the water is treated, it is suitable for domestic use.
Moreover, it can be used for conservation of aquatic animals, water sports and eco-

tourism.
