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,ABSTRACT

This research project “Community Participation in Ecotourism Management at Bann
Sumrit, Samrit Sub district, Phimai District, Nakhonratchasima Province” aims to study the Eco
tourism potential of the Bann Samrit and community participation to find the suitable pattern and
plan for Eco tourism management for the community of Bann Samrit.

This research applies mixed methodology between historical method, survey studies and
qualitative method. The samples consisted of local people, community leaders, and members
from community tourism board and government officers.

The research revealed that the potential of tourism of Bann Samrit is high. The
outstanding natural resources are Moon River and Samrit field. The Important historical resources
are Samrit field monument and local museam. The significant festivals are Thao Suranari
memorial fair and boat racing festival. Important activities are canoeing along the Moon River
and cycling to Tung Samrit monument. .

From the analysis of the SWOT data it was found that strengths are the reputation of the
historical site of Samrit field; and near a favored tourism site Prasart Hin Pimai; Weaknesses are
poor tourism managemet among community, local government and private sector that relate to
support tourism ; Opportunities are policy of govemment to support Eco tourism by community. .
Threats are lacking of support from and coordinate in tourism promoting from relate organization.

Guidelines for planning strategies is to develop community participation in ecotourism
management at Bann Samrit, community must create projects such as Community Participation
Center, Community regulation, Center for developing community product, Community database,

Training and developing community service skills for Ecotourism, Public media for ecotourism in




community. In addition, the projects will also intend to instill awareness of community, tourism
resource conservation and preservation.
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
