Rescarch result found that when tourism in Chiangkhan has been more popular, many
- things have changed. Local cultures have been adapted and tumed to be commodity to support the
tourism. Cultures which tumed to be commodity were the home-stay, sticky rice alms giving
tradition, and quilt production. Each cultural goods have different patterns of production,
distribution, and consumption. In addition, the conditions which boost the commodification
process successfu.lly consist of the trend of cultural tourism which is recently popular in Thai
towrist, public relations, and Tourism policy which generated by government and private scctor.
¢ uhueat commodification caused many changes in community. These changes take place in both
of posttive and negative in term of economic, social, and cultural perspectives. In addition, the
