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Abstract

This survey research involved three places in the Northeast of Thailand as Tourist-Ecotourism
places such as Phanomrung Historic Park in Buriram  province, Phu Kum Khao Dinosaur
Museum in Kalasin province and Phu Phra Bat Historical Park in Udonthani province. The
factors concerned in this study were considered as following ; study of potential of tourist place,
economic valuation of national park“and wildlife sanctuaries, developing types of the souvenir
for eco-tourism and the participation and promotion of ecotourism for national parks in the
northeast of Thailand. The research ajrfied to study and create the database of Eco-tourist places
in the Northeast of Thailand. Results showed that all of them were classified to be highly
potential for the ecotourism places. Economic valuation results exhibited that Phanomrung
Historic Park was the’most valuable tourist place followed by Phu Kum Khao Dinosaur Museum
and Phu Phra Bat Historic Park, accounting for 2,383,023,788.94 baht, 306,126,143.21 baht and
1215109,764.20 baht, respectively. For the type and material of souvenirs, most of the samples
considerably agreed that the design of souvenirs needed be improved to be more distinguished
with the local unique characteristics and corresponded with the local culture and tradition.
Moreover, the Souvenirs should be made of the local materials and conformed to the traditional
wisdoms. The participation of the local population in order to develop the tourist places was to

seriously help encourage the eco-tourism and also follow the policy of the tourist places.
