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ABSTRACT

The purposes of this research were to study physical environments of ecotourism area
in Bang Poo Resort, Samutprakan province and to proposed land used for ecotourism and
designed ecotourism facilities, which samples of this research peaple, tourists and park's offices
in Bang Pu Resort, Samutprakan province.

The data collected from interview and survey. Theresults of the research were as fallow ;
the current physical area was wetland consisted of land and water. The biodiversity of plants,
wildlife and the life style of people were interested.

A development of Ecotorism area in Bang Pu Resort, Samutprakan province showed that,

1. Around 320 Rai of East side of Bang Pu Resort are perfectly wetland are strict nature
reserve zone.

2. Around of survey areas were destroyed from people, wetland deteriorate from
polluted water by the factories and air pollution were TECOVEry ared.

3. In forest that intereste in plant and wildlife on the gulf of Thailand and some area in
the strict nature reserve zone that specification by the officers.

4. The Bang pu Resort Office service zone such as forest protector unit, nature
research center including the building for tourist like Span Sukta, Sala Sukjai, Guesthouse,
parking areq, restroom,

5. Around of resdential area were special use zones.

The tourism facilities in Bang Pu Resort, Samutprakan province showed that,

I. Strict nature reserve zone were decided for closed area and staff walk only.

2. Recovery zone were decided for walk through the wetland to plants recovery.
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
