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ABSTRACT

The objectives of this research were to studying the physical attributes of Chaopraya
River and canals in Thonbure area, gathering opinions and requirements for the development of
the waterscape, then proposing guidelines in implementing the project for river tourism. The
target areas are those surrounded by the Chaopraya River and the main canals(Klong),i.e. Klong
Bangkok Noi and Klong Bangkok Yai, including the secondary Klong Mon. The researcher has
been searching for relevant information and gathering opinions from a selected sample group of
150 prospective river tourists by means of reference documents and questionnaires. It has been
found that the physical characteristics of the waterways of the River and canals in Thonbure area
are mostly disconnected in the terms of historical boundary, thus makes many of archaeological
sites difficult to access. Other problems include; the appropriation of the city moat by local
people , shallowing of canals, fluctuation of water level and the embankments that obstruct the
view of riverside monument, affecting the touristic values, the lack of tourist facilities such as
ferry stops, boat rent service, accessibility to all river tourism attraction, security issue,
restaurants and accommodations to serve the needs of coming visitors.

Considering those physical aspects, the researcher proposes the possible guidelines for development
of the attractions and waterscape of the target area in order to support and respond to the requirements of
river tourism in the area. In addition, it to also proposed the suggested routes and different modes of visiting
trip in order to create the connectedness of the community on both side of the canals as well as promoting

the participation of local people in building a sustainable tourism of their own neighborhood
