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ABSTRACT
It was the purpose of this study to investigate physical environment around Cha — am
Beach , Petchaburi province in order to provide guideline to design landscape for tourism along
the beach. The sample in the study was consist of tourists within the target areas , the officer who
take care of the beach , and the local people who five long the beach.

It was found in the study that the models of designing the landscape for tourism purposes
were as followed

1. The model for commercial sector. There should be regulations for bidding stalls in the
sidewalks. Notices and advertising bill — boards should not be allowed without official Permission
frow district officers of Cha — am municipal office. There should also be regulations for the height
of the shops * names and the height of installment. The designs of garbage cans information
boords and traffic signs should be in line with the overall picture of the beach.

2. The model for open space. There should be parking lots available for different
activities regulations banning of any barriers along the beach. The arrangement of the utilities
should be proportionate among shopping areas, sidewalk and bicycle routes.

3. The model for landscape and viewing points. There should be an improvement of
tourist service center and the monument of this Excelleney Krompra Narathip Phraphanphong to
match the local uniqueness of the areas surrounding the beach. The layout of reclining chairs
should be in order and the traffic signs should be newly designed in accordance with the internal
areas of the beach.

4. The model for environmental development. The garbage cars should be two separated

for wet and dry garbage , the chairs should be in line with the environment. There should be

parking space onaitake along the beach so that vehicles are not allowed along the sidewalks.Loud
speakers and lamp shodes should be designed to suit the environment

5. The model for plants. There should be regulations not to post notices and advertising
roadside boards on the trees, other should be areas for planting new trees.

6. The model for traveling and parking. The roads should be expanded to accommodal
four — lane traffic for the incroasing number of tourists. Parking along sidewalks should be
prohibited. There should be enough parking space of visitors officers ,and people who come there
for recreational purpose , bicycles router should be available and clearcut for eyclists.

7. The model for buildings and comstruction the tourist service center should be adapted
to match the surroundintg area. There should be signs for tourist attractions at varions location.
The public toilets should suit the entire environment and the number should be enough for the
tourists Information boards and traffic signs should demonstrate the uniqueness of the area and

clearly communicate with the users.
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
