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Abstract

The objective of this research is to study general character of Koh Kret
community, tourism factors, population participation and appropriate cultural tourism
management guideline. The location studied was all 7 villages in Koh Kret community.

The tools used in data collection were structural questionnaires. The population
used in this study comprises of people who reside inside and outside of the istand ie.
official leaders, unofficial leaders, local residents, public and private sector officers and
tourists. The data collected was analyzed for the suitability and possibility, examined for
accuracy and cultural tourism management guideline was proposed.

From the data analysis, it was found that Koh Kret community is an important
mixed Thais and Peguan art and culture location. It has ancient remains and antiques.
Koh Kret community is famous for clay sculptures. The istand has all 3 tourism factors i.e.
altraction, ways to enter the island and tourists facilities. The population participation in
problem research, planning, procedure and follow up for tourism is at the medium level.
Koh Kret improvement is the responsibility of Koh Kret sub-district administrative
organization, which has policies conceming the improvement of service and tourism

promotion. The improvement consists of improving the foundation structure, tourist
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attractions, public relation, population participation, natural balance management,
tourism service system and coordination with other agencies. The cultural tourism
management guideline is divided in to 4 aspects i.e. administration, public relation and
tourism service, foundation structure and environment management and population
participation.

The proposal for making cultural tourism management for Koh Kret community be
more tangible is the related public agencies should support the establishment of the
community image, the re-energizing of cultural inheritance both ancient remains and
antiques. They should also support the budget along with improving the form of tourism

by allowing the community to participate in cultural tourism management.
