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The objectives of this study were to analyze users’ response to recreation fees in national parks by
comparing the differences of users’ response at Doi Inthanon and Tad Ton National Parks and to determine
factors influencing the responses of users. Questionnaire was used to collect data. Six hundreds park users
were asked to fill out the questionnaire. Multiple Regression Analysis and Discriminant Function Analysis

were employed to test research hypotheses.

The study found that most users from both parks had positive attitude toward recreation fees and
had willingness to pay the overall fees not more than 100 baht per one visit. 'i'he average willingness to pay
the overall fees for a Thai user at Doi Inthanon was 106.35 baht per one visit and for a foreign user was
373.05 baht per one visit. While the average number for a user at Tad Ton was only 64.98 baht per one visit.
Thai users at Doi Inthanon were willing to pay entrance fee au the rate 20 baht per persou while foreign users
were willing to pay at the rate 200 baht per person. Tad Ton users were willing to pay only 10 baht per
person. As for all other fees, including entrance fees for vehicle, fees for using nature trail, and camping fees,

none of the users were willing to pay.

Results from the hypotheses testing revealed that factors influencing users’ response to recreation
fecs were race, perception on benefit from fees, and perception on park’s environment. Attitudes toward
recreation fees and willingness to pay the fees affected users’ overall satisfaction in visiting national parks.
Attitudes toward recreation fees and willingness to pay the fees also affected users’ intention to revisit the

park in the future.
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
