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This research aimed to study the relationships of the preferences of Thai tourists in
homestay activity, and the demographic factors as well as the preferences of tourists in
homestay activity to the motive factors. These 402 samples came from 5 homestay areas,
which could be categorized into 2 groups, the natural prominent arcas and the cultural
prominent areas. Statistics employed for data analysis werc T-test and F-test for the first set of
the rclationship and correlation and the multiple regression for the second set at statistical

significant level of 0.03.

The result found the demographic {actors that statistically related to the preference of

Thai tourists in homestay activity werc age, occupation, income and domicile.

Results also found that motivations related to the preferences for both natural and
cultural arcas were the convenience of travelling to the arca. the desire to learn local culture,
customs and ways of life. the need to enjoy local entertainment activitics, the beauty of the arca
and the need for rclaxation with multiple coefficient determination = 0.153. Specifically, the
motivations for natural arca preferences were the need for relaxation and the friendliness of
local pcoplcb\\'ilh multiple coefficient determination = 0.087. while the motivations for cultural
arca preferences were the convenience of travelling to the arca. the desire to Icarn local culture,
customs and ways of life. the safety of the places and activities and the convenience of tacilities

with multiple coefficient determination = 0.248.
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
