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\The main objectives of this study were to determine the level of visitors’ satisfaction on
ecotourism activities and services provided in Srisatchanalai National Park, and the correlation of some
relevant factors with visitors’ satisfaction on those activities and services. Questionnaire was designed
and need to survey 394 on-site visitor samples. The data obtained werc analyzed by employing
descriptive statistic and also using t-test and F-test for hypothesis testing at the significant level of

0.05.

The research results revealed that a majo-rity of tourists was female with age ranging from 15
— 25 years old, high school level education, no occupation and no income. Most tourists were from
Central part of Thailand, traveling by private car with friends and staying for 2 days. Most of them
traveled on vocation as a first time visitor and had good knowledge in ecotourism. Their recreation

activity included mainly visiting waterfalls.

The results showed that a majority of sampled visitors had relatively high level of satisfaction
as a result of participating in ecotourism activities and services provided by the park. Most of them
(84.3%) satisfied with their ecotourism experience. The majority of visitors responded that they were
pleased with existing facilities and interpretive programs (87.8% and 88.30 percent respectively). And

in turn they (89.7%) were willing to pay entrance fee as the rate the park charged at the time.

As for hypothesis testing, the results revealed that some factors such as difference of gender,
education attainment, place of residence, ccotourism knowledge, park facilities, and interpretive
programs had significantly correlated with their satisfaction towards ecotourism activities. But visitors
with different gender, park’s facilities, and interpretive programs were key factors significantly

affecting their satisfaction towards park services.
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
