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The increasing number of outgoing Thai tourists causes large amount of money out
flow and affects Thailand Balance of Payment and tourism industry. Singapare is the main

destinations of Thai tourists which taking high tourism expenditure per person.

The objectives of this study were 1) to study the characteristic of Thai tourists
travelling to Singapore including their opinion and their behavior as well as factors
influencing their decision to travel to Singapore and 2) to analyze economical factors
affecting demand for travelling to Singapore of Thai tourists. The primary data used in this
study was obtained from the sample of 400 Thai tourists and were analyzed by'descriptive
statistic. The quarterly secondary data issued during B.E. 2539 - 2546 were analyzed by
means of Multiple Regression to determine the factors affecting demand for travelling to
Singapore of Thai tourists. The factors those had been analyzed were Thailand Gross
National Product, Exchange Rate between Thailand and Singapore, Relative Consumer Price
Index, Thailand population, including dummy factors as economic crisis, irregular events and

seasonal cycle.

The findings revealed that most of Thai tourists’ sample traveled to Singapore more
than twice a year, spent approximately BTH 30,000 per person each day and stayed about
3-7 days a time, which varied by their income. Their main objective was for leisure, which
was influenced by the main reason that Singapore is the famous shopping place. The
opinions of Thai Tourists' sample towards traveling Singapore and traveling abroad were that
Singapore has better man-made traveling spots than Thailand, but most of them realized that
traveling abroad affect Thailand Balance of Payments. For macro - factors analyzed, the
findings indicated that the exchange rate between Thailand and Singapore, economic crisis,
irregular events and seasonal cycle (2nd quarterly) affecting Thai tourists demand for
travelling to Singapore. Thus, the Thai Government should support inbound tourism
strategies by promoting and developing Thai's tourism places especially shopping places to
be of higher quality and reputation. Moreover, to increase degree of promotion in the 2nd
quarterly period, or at the high value of Baht, or when irregular events happened, will
significantly affect Thai tourists demand for travelling Singapore.
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
