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The objectives of this research were to conduct an inventory and assess potential of tourism
resources in Amphawa Sub-district, Amphawa District, Samut Songkhram Province and to assess potential of
local communities in managing the tourism resources. The assessment of tourism resources was based on 11
indicators. Five-point rating scale was assigned to both weighted score and rated score of each indicator.
Questionnaire was used to collect data from 300 local people. The survey data were analyzed by descriptive

statistics, t-test and F-test.

The study found that the majority of tourism sites or 5 from 9 sites had moderate potential scores.
Four sites had high potential scores, including King Rama 2" Park, Wat Amphawanjetiyaram, Wat Bang
Kapom, and Amphawa Floating Market. Most local people had high potential in the participation on public
affairs, knowledge about tourism resource management, and responsibility to the publics but had low potential
on common vision about tourism resource management, learning from practices, and communication and
knowledge exchange. However, hypothesis testing found that people who h;zd differences in all potential

aspects had significantly different in the practices on tourism resource management.
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
