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Objectives of this study were to determine the people’s demand for Participation in Ang Mae
Ta eco-tourism development, comprehension and understanding of eco-tourism development and socio-
economic factors affecting the demand for participation in the eco-tourism development. Data for the
study was gathered by using the designed questionnaires interviewed 179 respondents who residing in
Ban Palad Tambon Prabat, Amphoe Muang, Changwat Lampang. Statistical software package was
employed for the data analysis. The using statistical analysis methods were percent, mean, standard
deviation, t — test, F- test and Pearson correlation coefficient analysis with the given significance level

of 0.05

Results of the study indicated that the most respondents were male and with age class ranging
from 19-30 years, elementary school was their education level engaged in casual labour, married, their
monthly income was less than 3,000 baht, they were born in the current residential areas and they didn’t
want to remove from their present homesteads. Most of them have no social position, having
comprehension and understanding of eco-tourism at the very good level, and having demand for
participating in eco-tourism development at the high level. The eco-tourism development was
composed of 4 activities namely planning and decision making, investment, practice, and monitoring
and evaluation. Based on the hypothesis test by t-test and F-test indicated that age, occupation, social
position and comprehension and understanding of eco-tourism affecting the demand for participation in
eco-tourism development in monitoring and evaluation, planning and decision making, practice and in
the macro point of view of all activities respectively. In addition, the testing for the correlation between
each independent variable and the demand for parlicipatipn in eco-tourism development was also
carried out by employing Pearson comrclation cocfficient method, and this indicated that the
comprehension and understanding of eco-tourism significantly correlated to investment, practice and

monitoring and evaluation.
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
