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The objectives of this study were to: 1) evaluating a recreation benefit value of Humpback Dolphin
and 2) studying and analyzing the factors affecting the adaptation of the local people in Khanom District, Nakhon Si
Thammarat Province from Tourism Activity and sustainable tourism. The samples were collected from the tourists
who visit the Humpback Dolphin and the households in Khanom District, Nakhon Si Thammarat Province of 282
and 286 respectively. During March to June in 2011, the study consists of 3 techniques: Individual Travel Cost
Method (ITCM) for evaluating a recreation benefit value of Humpback Dolphin; Path Analysis for examining
factors affecting the adaptation of people and sustainable tourism; and the analysis of the correlation

coefficient to show the relationship between adaptation and sustainable tourism of people

The result of Evaluation a recreation benefit value of Humpback Dolphin found that the factors
affecting on the frequency of travel was travel cost at the 0.01 significance level. The evaluation result of
Recreational Value of Humpback Dolphin was 255,679,600 Bath in 2010.The result of studying and analyzing
the factors affecting the adaptation of the local people in Khanom District, Nakhon Si Thammarat Province from
Tourism Activity and sustainable tourism. found that people have to adapt themselves in intermediate level and
sustainable development has high level.moreover the factors affecting on the adaptation were income levels and
career of people and public health in the community at the 0.05 significance level. At the 0.10 significance
level, factors affecting on the sustainable tourism of people was income levels of people and the factors
affecting on the sustainable tourism of tourists were age of tourists, and a variety of tourism activities in the
community. Thus the analysis of the relationship between adaptation and sustainable tourism found that they

correlate to the contrary.

The suggestion is that policymakers should be added to the fee service. The revenue received from

the Humpback Dolphins of the best visited in the conservation use of the pink dolphins
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
