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The purpose was to study about the level of the role of sub-district Administrative
Organization Executive Members in Promotion Eco-Tourism of Changwat Samut Prakan.
Personal and tourism factors were also compared. The sample size was 247 persons. The
instrument used to collect date was a questionnaire. A software program was used to analyze
data with the statistics of percentage, means, standard deviation, t-test and F-test (One-way

ANOVA) with the significance level set at .05.

Results indicated that the of role of sub-district Administrative Organization Executive
Members in Promotion Eco-Tourism was at an average level. In testing the hypothetical

questions, tourism knowledge not related to was age, experience and vision was not hypotheses,

but education was related.
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
