The study on changes in fishing effort resulting from ecotourism activities in Bang Khun
Thian District Bangkok in 2004 aimed to clarify the correlation of total number of fishing days
and total net income of the fishermen from ecotourism participation. The fisherman is classificd
into two groups, i.e., stationary fishing gears and mobile fishing gear. In each group is divided
into participated and non-participated in ecotourism. Data are collected by interview every

fishermen in the study area.

The result of the study revealed that in the stationary fishing gear group there were 6
participated households and 12 non-participated houscholds and in the mobile fishing gear group
there ever 11 participated household and 7 non-participated households. The relationship
between household net income and the total number of fishing days of the stationary fishing gear
and mobile fishing gear both in participated and non-participated group has shown low

correlation coefficient.

The study concluded that the ecotourism activities increased the houschold net income of
participated fishermen both in stationary fishing gear and mobile fishing gear. However, the total
amount of fishing effort was not decreased because the net income from ecotourism activities is

not high enough to convince them to reduce the total of amount fishing effort.
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
