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This study investigated visitor's opinion on appropriate level of facility development for
sustainable tourism support in Khao Yai National Park. Data were obtained from questionnaires of
400 tourists, aged from 15 years and stayed overnight in Khao Yai National Park, during the period
between November 2003 and May 2004, Analyses were made by multiple linear regression and

weighted score equation using compuler programs.

it was found that male tourists are larger than female in number, the majority aged between
15 and 25 years and were single. Most respondents had education at bachelor’s degree with income
fess than or equal to 5,000 baht per month. For travel behavior in the last year, they took a journey to
another places from 1 to 5 times, with a group of friends, 2 to 5 people. Maximum trips to Khao Ya
Mational Park were 50, and staved ovemnight 2 nights. The main purposes were fravel and camping,
Reasons for travel to Khao Yai National Park were convenient communication, good and well
facilitated accommodations. However, the tourists suggested that Khao Yai National Park should

improve in all aspects, especially. the officers should strictly and politely do the job.

For appropriate level of facility development, the development for job implementation related
to ustig local materials for construction, facilitating tourists in carrying out recreation activities related
next to using local materials for construction, Protection of impacts 1o tourism sites and the tourists
related to conservation of local nature identity and lastly, learning of nature and culture also related to
conservation of local nature dentity, On tourists” opinions, development of the four facilities was at
medium fevel, Development for leamning nature and culture was most appropriate. Next were
development for job implementation. development for protection of impacts to tourism sites and the

tourists and development for facilitating tourists’ activities, respectively.
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
