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This objective of this research were to study on background of national park staff, their
practices for visitor safety, and the relationship between staff’s background and visitor safety
practices. The study samples were 200 staff from 4 national parks. Questionnaire was used to
collect data. The survey data were analyzed by descriptive statistics, Correlation Analysis, and

Multiple Regression Analysis.

The study found that most national park staff or 22.5% completed high school level of
education. They had 4.88 years working experience with the national parks. The majority of them
or 51% has high level of knowledge relating to visitor safety, 59% received few pieces of
information on visitor safety practice, 54% had few training experience in the same topic, and
49% practiced visitor safety measures occasionally. Hypothesis testing found that two
independent variables significantly influenced visitor safety practices of national park staff and
accounted for 37.3 percent of variance in the practices. These included receiving of information
on visitor safety practices (Beta=.166; t=2.0707; Sig=.0.007) and training experience on visitor
safety practices (Beta=0.523; t=8.507; Sig=0.000). The study recommended that the National

Park Division should provide more information and training on visitor safety to their staff.
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
