This study aims primarily to estimate the recreation value for the provincial zoo of Nakorn Ratchasima
in order to construct management schemes and development plan. Travel Cost Model is employed here as
the key economic valuation technique to find individual willingness to pay for the zoo. Including in the
objectives, socio-economic status as well as various opinion of the travelers that will affect the expected
recreation services from the zoo will be investigated. Most of data base in the analysis is derived from the

survey of 337 travelers during October 2005.

The main findings reveal that most travelers are the residents of Nakormn Ratchasima province with
the traveling distance within 50 kilometers. Female travelers are found in greater number than male with
average age within 31-40 years with married status, secondary education and being the employees. An
average individual and household income are respectively less than 50,000 and 120,000 Baht per year. As
general information provided by relatives or friends, these sampled travelers together with their households
mostly plan for the single trip to the zoo by personal vehicles. Main priority activities during their trip to the
zoo include walking; bicycling and outdoor food consumption while key attractive recreation is still visiting
the collected wildlife sanctuary. However, the travelers expect the better services within the zoo area for

public toilets, telephone location, photography point, plant decoration, parking lot and exercise areas.

Most importantly, the study found that annual income of travelers, travel distance and especially the
total travel cost are significant factors affecting the number of trips to the zoo. The total recreation value of
the zoo is then estimated at 81,690,830 Baht. This benefit of the zoo should then be used as crucial data base

to suggest the improvement in administration, planning and public relation of the zoo now and in the future.
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
