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The objectives of this study were to analyze recreation activities, nature interpretation
programs, and visitors’ satisfaction and knowledge gained from using those programs at Mu Ko
Surin National Park. Questionnaire was used in data collection. Two hundred and ten park
visitors were asked to fill out the questionnaire. Data were processed and analyzed by SPSS
Program for Windows. Correlation analysis and t-test were employed to test research

hypotheses.

The analysis found that the activity most visitors desired (95.7%) and actually
participated (98.1%) was snorkeling. Nature Interpretation program required by the majority of
visitors (60.5%) was conducted activity while they actuélly used interpretive trial (76.8%) more
than any other mediums. Most visitors highly satisfied with Had Mai Ngam interpretive trail
and moderately satisfied with underwater trail at Aow Tao and exhibit. Hypotheses testing
found that the average score of knowledge on natural resources within the national park before
and after using interpretive program were significantly different. Most visitors had more
knowledge after utilizing interpretive programs. Correlation analysis found that there was no
significantly relationship between knowledge gained from using interpretive programs and

visitors’s satisfaction.
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
