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The objectives of this research were to study the characteristics of nonconformity
to national park regulations and to determine factors affecting nonconforming behaviors
of visitors to Erawan National Park in Kanchanaburi Province. Data were collected from
438 park visitors by questionnaires and were processed and analyzed by SPSS

programs for windows. F —test and t— test were employed to test research hypotheses.

Results from the study revealed that 35.2 % of park visitors performed at least
one type of nonconforming behaviors. Type of nonconformity that performed by the
highest percent of nonconformers was fish and wildlife feeding. Factors affecting
nonconforming behaviors were knowledge about park regulations, perception about
extremeness of park regulations, enforcement of the regulations, perception about
nonconforming behaviors of others park visitors, recreation motive, recreational pattern,
and distance from residence to the park. While personality trait and party size of

visitors did not have significantly relationship to nonconforming behaviors.
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
