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Domestic tourism promaotion is important policy of the government, the Tourism Authority of
Thailand (TAT) has the role to stimulate for enlargement in economic and development of the

country. Therefore, the people that comes to Bang Saen beach is one way to support this policy.

The main objectives of this study were to study the traveling behaviors of visitors, the
factors influence the tourism, the factors related to travel Bang Saen beach, the need of visitors
and visitors’ problems at Bang Saen beach. This study used secondary data and primary data
from the Thai visitor sample by accidental random method amount of 400 respondents. The

descriptive statistics and Chi-Square were employed to analize the data.

The result of the study could separated in 5 parts, the first section was the general data of
visitors, it was found that most of the sample were female, age between 20-29 years old, single,
educational level is bachelor degree, private companies' employees, the salary between 5,000-9,000
baht per month and lived in central part of Thailand. The second section was the visitors' traveling
behaviors, it was found that most of people used to come to Bang Saen beach, suggested by their
friends, acknowledge the data of Bang Saen beach from the books or magazines, traveled for
recreation on the weeken with friends, using personal cars as a transportation. Most of the travelers did
not stay overnight, the expense between 500-999 baht pertime for food and beverage. The third
section was the factors influencing the tourism, it was found that the facility factors of traveling was the
most irhpOrtant factor. The fourth section was the need of the visitors, it was found that the travelers
need to travel to Bang Saen beach again, living in bangalo or resort, lodging rate should be lower than
500 baht, cleaness of the beach is the most important thing they wanted. The problem that they want
to solve was the improper of prices of food, lodging and facility. The final section was testing of
hypothesis, it was found that the occupation related to main objective of travel. Age and marital status
related to traveling period. Age, marital status, occupation and income related to the accompany.
Age, marital status, education, occupation, income related to the means of transportation. Sex related

to stay overight. Sex, age, marital status, occupation and income related to the expenses of traveling.
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
