The objective of this research was to study some factors influencing trend in the
selection of the tour guide profession by students of tourism program at Rajabhat Institute
Suan Dusit. Samples were 157 third and fourth year students of the industrial tourism
program, who were studying during the academic year 2000. The questionnaire used in
collecting data was divided into 3 parts: personal factors, family factors and trend towards
selection of the tour guide profession. The data were analyzed by the SPSS for Windows

Program.

The results were summarized as follows 1) Industrial tourism program students’
attitudes towards the tour guide profession, achievement motive, affiliation motive and
trend to selection of the tour guide profession were at a moderate level. 2) Attitudes
towards the tour guide profession could predict trend in industrial tourism program
students’ selection of the tour guide profession at 85.1% (R2 adj = .851) at the level of
.001.
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
