This study applies an integration concept focusing on a participatory process of stakeholders for
sustainable tourism development of an urban landscape. The study area is on Pak Num - Hat Sai Ri Road,
Mueang Chumphon. The research methods comprise: 1) site survey and analysis of the landscape
components, 2) in-depth interviews of 5 experts to assess the potential of resources for tourism development
and to rank the priority for development, and 3) interviewing the tourists and local stakeholders using
questionnaires; the samples include 84 Thai tourists, 12 foreigner tourists and 10 stakeholders. The issues and

needs for the development were obtained.

The resource potential scores of Hat Mat Ta Phon, Hat Pha Ra Don Phab, and Hat Sai Ri were
compared using hypothesis testing of F-statistic at 0.01 significance level. The results showed that the three
areas had the same level of resource potential. It is consistent with the findings from site analysis and
stakeholder interview, that is, the three areas are linked to and benefit each other. Hat Mat Ta Phon is known
as a fishery industry area as well as a harbor community. However, a more tourist information of the area and
its surroundings should be provided. In addition, tourism activities should incorporate the community’s
participation and generate mutual benefits. The activities should also be inline with the culture, history and
background of the site. Hat Pha Ra Don Phab is the center of tourism business in the area. The problem found
on this site is that the banners, street furniture and western style buildings caused lack of unity and no
reflection of the area's identity. The improvement on the above would improve the landscape. Hat Sai Ri is
known as the location of historical significance. However, the landmarks and scenery of the area are obscured
by the street shops. An open space land should be allocated for setting up the stores within one place. The
stores should be designed to fit the identity of the area where should be developed as a distributing hub of

local products
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
