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The objectives of this research were to study background information and
excursionist’s preference toward activities provided on four different types of recreational theme
parks, natural theme park, historical and cultural them park, 200 and open 200 and amusemek
park. The data was collected by questionnaire survey from Thai excursionists with age 15 years
and up. The sample size was determined by quota method of 100 samples at each theme park.

The data analysis employed descriptive statistics and F-test.

The background of excursionist on all four theme parks were female than male and
most were not married. Most were students except those in zoo and open zoo park that private
enterprise occupation was mostly found. The education levels of excursionists of zoo or open
700, historical and cultural them park as well as amusement park were at bachelor degree while
natural them park was at high school level. The activity preferences of excursionist traveled to
natural them park and zoo and open zoo most were on natural conservation basis with
preference means at 3.56 and 3.44, respectively. On the other hand, for the activity preference
at historical and cultural theme park and amusement park, excursionists preferred the human
relation oriented activity at 3.53 and 3.37, respectively. The hypothesis test on the excursionist
preferences toward different activities provided at each theme park found highly statistical
