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The main objectives of this study were to study the visitors’ social economics status
information, travel patterns, knowledge and understanding of tourism concepts and visitors’
opinion toward restriction regulation of visitor number at Khao Yai National Park. The
hypothesis testing concerning the relationship between some socioeconomics information and the
visitors’ opinion toward visitor number restriction regulation at Khao Yai National Park was also
examined. The 370 Thai visitors at Khao Yai National Park were the sample of study and
answered the questionnaires. The data was analyzed by using descriptive statistics such as the

percentage and the mean as well as the hypothesis testing was used by Chi square method.

The result of the study found that majority of visitors has domicile in Northeast region
(32.4%), graduated bachelor degree (65.1%), the occupation was students (31.4%), monthly
income was between 10,001 — 15,000 baht (28.6%), and was ever visited Khao Yai National
Park (58.9%). Most of the respondents has the travel pattern in friend groups (53.5%), traveled
by own cars (67.8%) and stayed overnight in Khao Yai National Park (73.2%). The three highest
ranked objectives of the visiting were relaxing, photographing and nature study. Majority of
visitors were highly agreed with visitor number restriction regulation (62.2%) and the rest was
moderately agreed (25.1%). The relationship between some socioeconomics information of the
visitors and the visitors’ opinion toward visitor number restriction regulation at Khao Yai
National Park was found that the domicile and visiting experiences were related to the visitor’s
opinion towards visitor number restriction regulation at Khao Yai National Park at 0.05 level of

statistical significance.
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
