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ABSTRACT

The research aimed to: 1) study problems of English usages for project work of
local tourism destination presentation of Mattayomsuksa 4 students of Loeipittayakom
School in Loei Province, 2) develop the English competence for project work of local
tourism product presentation by the peer assist approach, and 3) study the students’
achievement from the development. The target group of the study was 20 Mattayomsuksa 4
students of Chinese-French Program. The research employed the approach of the
project work with peer assist in the study. The study used the content analysis for the

- qualitative data and percentage, mean, standard deviation, and t-test for the quantitative

data analysis.

The pilot study found that the students had the problems of tourist attraction
information (95 %), English Usage 98% and presentation 92%. To solve the problems, the
research developed 4 project works of local tourism product presentation in English:
1) the project of tourist attractions in Loei, 2) the project work of One Tambon One
Product, 3)the project work of festivals and fairs in Loei, and 4) the project of local food.
Each project consists of three main bodies: 1) objectives of the study, 2)text and learning
activities, and 3) evaluation. By the end of the project, each group presented the
project work to the committees. All students gained satisfactory achievement. Their
progresses could be signified from their posttest’s marks which were higher than their
pretest’s marks with the statistical significance of .05.

The result of research reflects that students learning English from their own
topic selection and with the peer assist approach could help them learn how to present
the project work in English effectively.
