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Abstract

Research Title: A Survey of Tourism Resources at Chaiyapruek Sub-district, Mueng
District, Loei Province

The objectives of this research are (1) to survey tourism attractions within
Chalyapruek sub-district, Mueng district, Loei province and (2) to study tourism resources
at Chaiyapruek sub-district, Mueng district, Loei province

The research findings were as follows:

1. There were 5 tourism attractions in Chaiyapruek sub-district. There was 1
natural tourism attraction which was Phupayatha cave. There was 1 historical and cultural
tourism attraction which was Srisattanak temple. There were 3 traditional and way of life
which were cotton-weaving community at Kangpla village, Tonpasartpueng tradition and
boat racing tradition at Kud-ngong Noy reservair.

2. According to a survey of tourism resources of tourism attractions at
Chaiyapruek sub-district, it was found that tourism-related faciliies were varied and
covered. However, there was no public transportation into those tourism attractions. The
only way to travel to tourism attractions inside the sub-district is by personal
transportation. Most tourism attractions did not offer restaurant inside as the sub-district
was near city center and there were local restaurants within villages. Besides, there was
no accommodation offered as it is closed to the city. Signs of direction were insufficient in
some attractions. Moreover, many tourism attractions lacked of information boards which
should have displayed information of their history, attractiveness and important data for
tourists, for example, within Sangthiang temple where Tonphasartpueng tradition was hé!d
