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ABSTRACT

The purposes of this study were to study information of world heritage tourist
attractions in greater Mekong sub-region countries which are Thailand, Myanmar, China,
Laos, Vietnam, and Cambodia in the following aspects; accommodations, transportation,
attraction, facilities and tourism activities by studying and collecting the linkage of
world heritage tourist attractions routes in greater Mekong sub-region countries
according to the “Six countries one destination” through the internet; and to evaluate it’s
satisfaction on information development which connected world heritage tourist
attractions routes in greater Mekong sub-region countries through the internet. The
quantitative data were collected by in-depth interview the target group of tourists who
took a trip in Sukhothai Historic Park, Ban Chiang World Heritage, China (Kunming),
Laos (Luang Prabang), Vietnam (Hwe,Hoi-an), Cambodia(Siamriab), and Myanmar
(Yangon), merchants in the tourist attractions, Director of Loei Provincial Office of
Tourism Authority of Thailand, Director of Loei Office Tourism and Sports Center,
Director of Tourist Guide Companies to get information. The target groups in the
workshop were consisted of educators who teach Education Technology and Computer,
professors from Ubolrajatanee Rajabhat University, Mahasarakam Rajabhat University,
Loei Rajabhat University. The target group dealing with tourism consisted of Director
of Non-Formal Education and Informal Education and officers, Director of Loei
Provincial Office of Tourism Authority of Thailand, Managers of Mekong Culture Tour,
Mayor of Chiangkan sub district, the office of Loei Tourism and Sports Center and
professors from Loei Rajabhat University. In addition, two hundreds visitors who
visited the website of the connection of the world heritage tourist attractions routes in
greater Mekong sub-region countries were evaluated their satisfactions. The instruments
used in this study were in-depth interview, workshop, satisfaction survey and online
questionnaire. The data then were analyzed by percentage, mean, and standard deviation.

The result showed that tourism was continuously developed and more tourists
visited. Transportation, both by air and on land, and accommodation highly increased.
Standard facilities were founded in ecological and cultural tourist attractions. The
purpose of travelling in greater Mekong sub-region countries is different. There was a
linkage between world heritage routes begins from Thailand routes, China routes, and
Vietnam routes. Website gained good evaluation on providing information, easy accession,
webpage design, navigation system, graphic design and animation design. Front, message
box management and theme color were also in a good level.
