Participatory Development of Agro-Tourism Based on Resources and

Local Wisdom of Mae-Lai Municipality
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Abstract

The objective of this research was 1) to survey the potential of agro- tourism cites in
Mae-Lai municipality, 2) to arrange the participating process for developing agro-tourism routes
of Mae-Lai municipality and 3) to create the appropriate pattern of Mae-Lai’s agro-tourism
programs. This research performed in Mae-Lai municipality, Muang district, Phrae province.
The research methodology used was a qualitative rescarch by using a participatory action research
process (PAR) as tools. The purposive sampling used as samples were such as Mae-Lai
agriculture’s leaders, Mae-Lai municipality officers ,youths and local academics that leads to the
learning process creation of Mae-Lai community, which the stakeholders in community
participated to think, to do, and to develop Mae-Lai's agro-tourism based on Mae-Lai community
context to develop it be livable with self-reliance.

The research result revealed that the potential of agro-tourism cites based on resources and
local wisdom in Mae-Lai community were as followed:1)learning center of joint plantation
2) leamning center of sufficiency agriculture 3) learning center of sufficiency agriculture and
renewable energy 4) learning center of soil improvement 5) learning center of integrated farming
6) learning center of art 7) learning center of cultural and local wisdom in Mae-Lai temple 8)
local wisdom learning center of basketwork manufacturing and 9) learning center of foot spa.
Moreover, The people in Mae-Lai community participated in the development of Mae-Lai’s
agro- tourism routes which all of processes were as followed: 1) to survey the resources and local

wisdom in Mae-Lai municipality which are potential to be agro-tourism sites, 2) to arrange



agro-tourism routes in Mae-Lai municipality, 3) to train Mae-Lai key informants to prepare as
local guides, 4) to sample the agro-tourism program of Mae-Lai community, 5) to define tourism
site program along appropriate area, 6) to reflect data and to summarize lessons. Furthermore,
there are 3 patterns of Mae-Lai’s ago- tourism development, are as follows: 1) shorter program with
in one day trip for visiting learning centers of sufficiency agriculture, 2) longer program, 2 days
and 1 night for visiting Mae-Lai lifestyle toward sufficiency agriculture which included , studying
organic agriculture, offering food to monks and touching Mae-Lai’s lifestyle in the morning and
3) longer program, 4 days and 3 nights for visiting local wisdom and sufficiency agriculture which
conducted pratically for studying; organic agriculture; integrated farming; joint plantation,
moreover, in the morning, offering food to monks, leaming Mae-Lai’s local wisdom thru
inventing flag ship with lanna style.
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
