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ABSTRACT

Alternative tourism potential development is necessary for community economic
development to create local incomes. This study aimed 1) to examine the history of the group to
Thai national codevelopers on the Phu Phan Ranges, 2) to investigate current conditions and
problems of tourist attraction management on the Phu Phan Ranges, and 3) to examine tourism
management potentials following the path of the group of Thai national codevelopers on the Phu
Phan Ranges. The study area was Changwat Sakon Nakhon and Changwat Kalasin. The sample of
168 persons providing data was purposively selected. The instruments used for colleting data were
an interview form, an observation form, focus group discussion, and participatory workshop. The
obtained data were categorized, checked using the triangulation technique, and analyzed according
to the established study purposes. The study findings were subsequently presented by means of a
descriptive analysis : The bindings revealed the following :

The history of the group of Thai national codevelopers on the Phu Phan Ranges
showed that while Thailand was being ruled under the military dictorship system in 1964 during the
government led by Field Marshal Thanom Kittikhachon who made the revolution, Thai people were
politically pressed. The Thai people who loved democracy were accused of being the Communist
Party of Thailand. At last, they joined the Communist Party to fight for and help the people who
were in trouble. Later, they were suppressed by the government. There were fights and losses of
people’s blood and lives. Then this group of people ceased fighting. For current conditions of
problems involving organization of tourist attractions, it was found that they lack tourism
entrepreneurs, lack local guides available at each place to give explanations to tourists, and lack

publicity, public relations, and facilities.



An appropriate management of the alternative tourism path on Phu Phan Ranges

should comprised these 5 aspects : 1) services, 2) tourism activities, 3) environments,
4) management and 5) marketing promotion. Alternative services to groups of tourists could be
divided into these 4 levels : 1) a group of high-income customers, 2) a group of medium-income
customers, 3) a group of not-quite-high incomes, and 4) a group of school/college student customer.
For all these, activities should be organized to suit the customers’ purposes.

In conclusion, the operation of tourism activities in the area of the Phu Phan Ranges, if
there is continuous development, will affect the community economic system because the area as
mentioned both involves historic accounts and rich natural conditions which can well create tourism

climate.
