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ABSTRACT

At present, Thailand’s tourism policy emphasizes area development together
with conservation for protecting tourist attractions to exist permanently. Tourists will be
able to visit natural beauty and to learn histories through local archeological sources and
jointly to stay overnight to study culture, traditions and the way of life of villagers
through home stay. This study aimed: 1) to examine the background of home stay for
tourism in Changwat Nakhon Ratchasima, 2) to examine current conditions and problems
of home stay management for tourism in Changwat Nakhon Ratchasima, 3) to find out
guidelines for home stay management for tourism in Changwat Nakhon Ratchasima.

The researcher purposively selected home stay areas with good governance in Changwat
Nakhon Ratchasima. The areas selected were in 3 amphoe: Tambom Tan Prasat,
Amphoe Non Sung; Tambon Thai Samakkhi, Amphoe Wang Nam Khiao; and Tambon
Dan Kwian, Amphoe Chok Chai. Totally 103 informants consisted of a group of 22
key informants, a group 6 practitioners, and a group of 21 general informants. Data
were collected using interviews, observations, and focused group discussion. The data
were checked using the triangulation technique and were analyzed according to the
study purposes. The study findings were presented by means of a descriptive analysis.
The study findings revealed that in the area of Changwat Nakhon Ratchasima there was
a history of home stay establishment from 1993 at Ban Than Prasat, Amphoe Non Sung

aiming to be an example of conservative tourist attraction of home stay for tourists of



study nature, and good culture and traditions of the community under awareness of
conserving local traditions and culture to be permanently sustainable.

For current conditions of providing home stay service in the area of Changwat
Nakhon Ratchasima, it was found that home stay was one choice which tourists were
interested in choosing to stay because the purposes of tours were to enjoy beautiful
nature and for tourists to study and touch the way of community for sharing learning
and experiences form people in other societies and communities. The study findings
revealed that the tourists were impressed with the service provision because they learned
the simple life and being of community people, and they were happy with Thai local
society, had economical expenses, and had friendship.

For the guidelines for operating management, besides the factors of beauty of
natural or historical tourist attractions, convenience in communications, and provision of
houses for home stay which are clean, safe and hygienic according to international
service criteria by having facilities in minimum needs, there must be important factors
which will create motivations for more tourists to select to visit. That is, the uses of
good local culture and customs; identity, culture and traditions of Khorat people
including the dialect, dressing and performance art as cultural media for public relations
and invitations. However, in using cultural media, an emphasis should be on
appropriate local art and culture for transferring

In conclusion, the administrative committee for home stay should use cultural
media as a part of tourism service sale. This sale is different from sales of other
goods. It is goods which can be sold endlessly because the more local cultural goods
can interest tourists, the more local culture and traditions will be revitalized and

conserved without any loss.
