ABSTRACT

Mukdahan is a province where has cultural villages for tourism (home stay) with
their cultural identity and other interesting-natural traveling places. In accordance with the
government’s policy that encourages the Thai people to travel increasing in the country, the
appropriate ways to manage cultural villages for tourism (home stay) are very necessary.

This research aimed at investigating the background of cultural villages, the present
situations, the present difficulties and the ways to manage cultural villages for tourism
(home stay) in Changwat Mukdahan. The sample consisted of 20 key-informants,

60 casual informants and 20 general informants. The data were collected by an interview,
an observation and a focus group discussion. A triangulation technique was used for
examining the validity of the data and a descriptive analysis was used for presenting the
research results.

The research results revealed that cultural villages for tourism (home stay) in
Changwat Mukdahan were the villages of Phuthai people who were captured as the captives
and some migrated to join with the former people in subsequent period. The majority of
Phuthai came from the lower-Mekhong towns in Lao People’s Democratic Republic where
were far from Sib Song Ju Thai territory in the south ; such as Mueang Wang, Mueng
Sepone and Mueng Phin in order to settle and earn a living in Thailand.

The present situations of cultural villages for tourism (home stay) in Changwat
Mukdahan reveal that : in terms of the dwellings ; They have stable structures, including
bedrooms, bathrooms, toilet rooms and kitchens that are clean for using; in terms of food;

it is cooked according to the principle of good nutrition and the majority of food is native



Phuthai food; in terms of culture : Phuthai people maintain their identity such as native
dressing, spoken language and they have cultural exchanges with tourists; in terms of the
products : there are shops for selling products in communities and in the OTOP fairs; in
terms of traveling places : there are natural-traveling places, historical monuments that have
a historical value, traveling activities and practical activities on folk handicraft; in terms of
public relations : there are home stay-tourism guidebook publishing and home stay-tourism
website creation. For the present difficulties reveal that : in terms of the dwellings : there
are not enough dwellings in case of many tourists come to stay, it is very hot in hot
season and there are many insects in rainy season; in terms of food : some foreign tourists
cannot dine native food, in terms of culture ; a lot of tourists do not understand some folk
culture such as a natural of Phuthai-cure; in terms of the products : some products are not
enough to respond to the demand of tourists, lack of productive materials and lack of the
experts at production; in terms of traveling places : some tourists litter rubbish in the
traveling places; in terms of public relations : the majority of villages lack the experts at
website creation, state agencies do not support in publication and budget for promoting
public relations.

The ways to manage cultural villages for tourism (home stay) in Changwat
Mukdahan of 3 villages should consist of 6 terms of village management. Those are as
follows: in terms of the dwellings ; constructing reserved dwellings for tourists in case of
there are a lot of tourists come to stay; in terms of food : cooking all foods to a mild
taste according to the taste-differences of the tourists; in terms of cultures : informing the
tourists about folk culture in order to understand the same thing; in terms of traveling
places : suggesting the tourists on keeping clean in traveling places; suggest the tourists on
keeping clean in traveling places; in terms of the products : increasing productivity by
training producers on productive skills, encouraging raw-material production in local
communities; in terms of public relations : training the people who involve community-
tourism promotion on website creation.

In conclusion, the ways to manage cultural villages for tourism (home stay) in
Changwat Mukdahan found that each village had a systematic management of the dwellings,
food, culture, traveling places, products and public relations according to native Phuthai

culture. Thus, it caused an increase of the tourists who came to stay at cultural villages.
