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ABSTRACT

The objective of this research was to construct and test an environmental
education training curriculum for young tourist guides involved with ecotourism in
Kaeng Krachan National Park, Thailand. The process of this research was done by the
following steps.

1. Preparation for training curriculum construction; This step was done by
surveying the training needs assessment with 204 students of a sample group, and
from 57 rangers of Kaeng Krachan National Park. After that a focus group was held
with all involved participants.

2. Construction of the training curriculum; It included the general objectives,
specific objectives, behavioral objectives, concept of environmental education,
contents, learning experiences, process of training and evaluation.

3. Training and evaluation of the training curriculum step; This step was
done with the experimental group, who were 34 students, studying on grade 8, from
schools around Kaeng Krachan National Park, Petchburi province. The experimental
group were evaluated by the knowledge and attitude test both before and after
participation in the training course. The skills evaluation test and training satisfaction
test were tested by the participants, and the course training evaluation test was tested
by the observers.

The research results found that the experimental group had more knowledge
and better attitude toward ecotourism, with a statistically significant difference at 0.05.
Furthermore, they had the skills of a young tourist guide at a middle level. Finally all
participants and observers were highly satisfied with the course training.
