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ABSTRACT

The research was conducted as survey research with multiple methodologies
namely documentary research, survey research, operational research and future
research. The objectives were: to study and survey resources use and potential
assessment of resources management for tourism; to create on integrated tourism
model; and to analyze the possibility of on integrated tourism model. The target areas
were the 10 villages on the bank of the Mekong River in Ubonratchathani which,
borders Laos. With multistage sampling method, 4 villages were selected, namely
Wernbueg village in  Khongjeam sub district, Tamui village and Thalong village in
Huaypai sub district, and Sasorm village in Nabhotiklang sub district. This research
used content analysis in 6 tourism models namely natural tourism, historical tourism,
cultural tourism, agrotourism, homestay tourism, and adventure tourism. Primary data
collection tools were questionnaires and structured in-depth interviews.

The research finding showed that potential of local resources management for
tourism resourcesis good. The tourism models showed that Wernbueg village is
mainly suitable for natural tourism because it is close to Kaengtana National Park and
the Moon River that flows into the Mekong River. Tamui village is mainly suitable for
agrotourism because there are fruit orchards on the bank of the Mekong River.
Thalong village is mainly suitable for cultural tourism because it is the village of the
Bru tribe. And Sasorm village is mainly suitable for integrated agricultural tourism
based on the new theory agriculture in accordance with the sufficiency economy
philosophy because there is rice farming. Also this village is suitable for homestay
tourism because it is the first village to have had management of homestay tourism in
Khongjeam district. Furthermore, the study found moderate readiness for tourism
support such as infrastructure, services and facilities.

The result of this study should be considered in the management of tourism
patterns in every household to develop the villages as tourism villages. The
recommendation for future research are there that should be study for the expansion of
Mekong riverside tourism villages and study for relationship to the major
Ubonratchathani tourism network.

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CHAPTER |
INTRODUCTION

1.1 Background
1.1.1 Development Planof Tourism Area in Thailand

Thailand is one of the highest potential tourism and unique in the
world. Due to diversity of ecosystem and abundant of natural resource, dominant and
unique local customs in each region, interesting historical park to learn and to
appreciate. The last 20 years, Thailand has a great eco-tourism expansion and highly
growth rate. Tourism industry becomes highest income and significant industry
(Tourism Authority of Thailand, 2545 : 5).

National Tourism Industry Master Plan (B.E. 2544-2553), issued by
Tourism Authority of Thailandto be a guideline for tourism management integration,
to propose frame work of proactive policy for the overall management of the tourism
industry and propose guideline to create unity of promotion and development. This
can be achieve by the cooperation between the government and private sector and
define the private sector’s responsibility in order to create sustainability of tourism
development. (Tourism Authority of Thailand, 2545: 2-2). The 9™ National Economic

and Social Planning (B.E. 2545 - 2549) on tourism has been gearing towards more and

more sustainable tourism development.

1.1.2 Tourism Development Plan of Studied area

The North Eastern Region (Isan) had the nature-based tourism potential

particularly the national parks include sites of prehistoric, archaeological, art and
cultural significance. There are lots of cultural, historical and ethnic heritage from an
interesting mixture of various tribes since the ancient times.

The North Eastern Region (Isan)was called the gateway to Indo-China,

being designated as the recreation area for the tourist before visiting the Indo-China
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countries or mainly the passage to Indo-China (Seksan Yongvanich and associates:

2003:27). Under the Cooperation within the framework of the Emerald Triangle (the
area where the borders of the three countries: Thailand, Laos and Cambodia). The area
covers 6 provinces of these 3 countries and Ubonratchathani is the one in area of
Emerald Triangle.

Referring to statistics and researchdivision of Tourism Authority of
Thailand (TAT), tourism statistic of Ubonratchathani in year 2005 shown 1,288,462
visitors. There are composed of 1,027,419 tourist and 261,043 excursionist or 79.74%
and 20.26% respectively. All visitors are divided into 1,234,941 Thai and 53,521
foreigners or 95.85 and 4.15 percents respectively.

1.1.3 Study areas

Ubonratchathani is one of the lower north-eastern provinces of
Thailand, and the countrie’s easternmost and it is a regional capital. The province is
subdivided into 18 districts (Amphoe) and 6 minor districts (Ging Amphoe). Amphoe
Khongjeam is the easternmost district of Ubonratchathani and of Thailand, with the
Mekong River on the border to Laos. Mostly, the areas were used for agricultural
purpose. The selected study areas from 10 villages on the bank of Mekong River,
which bounder on the People's Democratic Republic of Laos and close the place of
historical, Phatam national park in 3 sub district of Khongjeam district,
Ubonratchathani. Furthermore these areas are criteria 6 tourism pattern namely natural
tourism, historical tourism, cultural tourism, agrotourism, homestay tourism, and
adventure tourism. Also all these areas are close to major tourist attraction. To create
Integrated Tourism Model for each different area these areas were selected in order,
and setting up a plan to manage the available natural resources in the area before
tourism were introduce into the study areas. The expansion of tourism industries into
village in the country was resulted in high income to community, in compliance the

National Sustainable Tourism Master Plan.

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1.2  Significance of the Issues
1.2.1 Lack of unique of tourism pattern

The North Eastern Region is a last choice of most tourist, though there
are abundant with natural resources. These may be due to several reasons; no
outstanding attractions, drought and dry atmosphere, are not support the tourist and
visitor to visit the place. However the life style of Isan people has not been changed
from traditional way, simple and close to nature. The believes in custom, tradition and
cultures since the ancient times. These are strong points which can be promoted as

unique tourism pattern for each area and community.

1.2.2 Lack of Development plan for Tourism

The North Eastern Region was not developed to urbanize community as
much as other region. Since the study areas are close to border, they were considered
as rural areas and far from civilization culture. However the natural resource, cultural
and traditional custom are still remain. The study areas are still mainly agricultural
land because the past developments focus only on agriculture production but left the
important of tourism, which may be the additional income of community behind.
Community Based tourism was organized by community member not a product from
other organization and government. The North eastern region is a gateway to Indo-
China , there are good opportunity to create tourism network with The Mekong Region

country.

1.2.3 Limited of Seasonal work income
Most of the population occupation is agriculture, their income is limited
seasonal harvesting. However, more agriculture promotion was provided so there are
more farming orchards, flower, apart from season crop. Integrated farming and eco-
community can be combine together to create tourism pattern (Agrotourism and
Community Based Ecotourism) and allocate job for local people in the same time.

High potential tourism of North Eastern should be an integrated pattern.
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1.2.4 Lack of marketing promotion and public relations

The North Eastern Region has a problem and an obstacle to develop
tourism marketing and public relation. The tourist clustered only in major place of
tourism but not distribute to other area. Also, there was not enough promotion of
tourism in remote rural area. The Tourism Authority of Thailand launched promotion
and advertisement for North Eastern tourism but without much successful. Failure in
management caused the tourism of North Eastern region to have no direction and

intangible in the past 2-3 years. (Peerada Prasriwong, 2549). High competition in

tourism was from other region both domestic and international made tourist became
more interested in other region. However most tourist select Thailand as a starting
place or gateway because convenient of transportation, to connect to neighboring,
country. This will make an important role for North Eastern Region .

The creative integrated tourism model is the study of tourism readiness
and component in community. This study will look into the creative of model of
tourism for communities with different utilization. This is because the 4 study areas
have different occupation resulted in the different of their income. The study areas
have potential to introduce the community based ecotourism or other type depends

upon the resources potential in each area.

1.3 Conceptual Framework Explanation

The creative integrated tourism model is the study of land used base on
resource potential in 4 areas; Wernbueg village, Tamui village, Thalong village, and
Sasorm village in Amphoe Khongjeam. The result will be use as guideline to develop
integrated tourism model. This study also consider tourism resource, tourism
component, tourism management in community in order to evaluated and analyzed
potential of tourism within community based ecotourism model. This study intend to
find out the potential of tourism base on resources in study area in order to create the

integrated tourism model for Amphoe Khongjeam as Figure 1-1 shown below;

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1.4 Objectives

In this study, researcher defined 3 major issues as objective of the study:

1. To study and survey the resources utilized situation and potential
assessment of resources management for tourism resource.

2. To create integrated tourism model

3. To analyze a possibility of integrated tourism model

1.5 Scope of the Research
1.5.1 Scope of Study Areas

This study defined scope of study areas in from 10 villages on the bank
of Mekong River, which bounder on the People's Democratic Republic of Laos and
close the place of historical, Phatam national park in 3 sub district of Khongjeam
district, Ubonratchathani namely 1) Wernbueg village, 2) Huaymaktai village in
Khongjeam sub district, 3) Huaymak village, 4) Huaythumpong village, 5) Kum
village, 6) Tamui village, 7) Thalong village in Huaypai sub district, 8) Sasorm
village, 9) Pakla village and, 10) Kunthakwean village in Nabhoklang sub district.
Furthermore these areas are criteria in 6 tourism pattern such as natural tourism,
historical tourism, cultural tourism, agrotourism, homestay tourism, and adventure

tourism.

1.5.2 Scope of Population Sampling

1.5.2.1 General populations in study areas of villages within criteria in
6 tourism pattern.

1.5.2.2 A village headman (Phu Yai Ban) of Wernbueg village, Tamui
village, Thalong village and Sasorm village.

1.5.2.3 The local administrative organization, such as head of sub
district administrative organization in Khongjeam sub district, Huaypai sub district
and Nabhoklang sub district and officers who are involved with the developing plan of

district and tourism promotion.
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1.5.3 Scope of tourism service industries
Tourism industries and service available in the study areas composed
of accommodation, resort, natural attraction, historical park and ancient remain,
cultural and customs, manmade resources, tourism component, transportation,

telecommunications communicates, infrastructure and souvenirs.

1.5.4 Scope of tourism patterns and activities
1.5.4.1 The tourism patterns that manage by community, which depend
on the resource are natural tourism, cultural and life style tourism, historical
tourism community products tourism and homestay, etc.
1.5.4.2 The tourism activities in study areas and nearby area are the
natural tour activities such as waterfall, flower forest field, sunrise watch. The
historical drawing tour activities, the boat trip along the Mekong River. The study of
the lifestyles of Bru tribe activities and handcraft weave, etc.

1.6  Definition

The Creative Tourism Model means the making of a unique tourism pattern
or tourism program which consistent with available resource in community. Several
pattern or model will be created depend on tourism component and resource of each
community.

Tourism Model means the tourism pattern created as an example application
for other areas. This may include arrangement of tourism routes, tourism patterns and
activities to options for tourist.

Integrated Tourism means the integration of various tourism pattern. Created
patterns are suitable and available in community base on its component and resource.

Community Based Ecotourism means the tourism pattern that occurred in a
community by using its own available resources. This tourism pattern comprise of
natural resources, historical, archeology, culture and custom, occupation and life style
of community in order to created unique tourism pattern for each area. This tourism

pattern shell be managed by community participated.
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Tourism Resourcesmeans the resource that create attraction, traveling,
learning of natural resource, cultural and custom, lifestyle including manmade
attraction for recreation, new knowledge and experience.

Community means the rural area of Wernbueg village, Tamui village, Thalong

village and Sasorm village.

1.7 Research Methodology and Procedure

This research was survey research which used integrated method approach as

follows:

1.7.1 Documentary Research
Gathering and review research document and secondary data, such as
general information of Amphoe Khongjeam, Ubonratchathani province, information of
tourisms plan, tourism resource, information related to the study area, and tourism
related research. Then the information will be summarize and discussion to create the

literature review and prepare to conduct a research.

1.7.2 Survey Research
The result of documentary research will be use for planning and
designing of research procedure. The survey research comprise of:
1.7.2.1 Determination of the target area
1) Categorize according to land use and occupation. There are 3
major occupations; rice paddy field farmer, fruit orchard and fisherman. The study use
satellite photograph or aerial photograph or map to help make the decision.
2) Adjust Boundary of the study area by ground check and
comparison with secondary information from documentary research.
1.7.2.2 Determine the target group of population
Determine the target group of population base on settlement,
land use and occupation.
1.7.2.3 Random sampling-multistage random selection
1.7.2.4 Instruments for data collection
Questionnaire will be created for general population and indepth
interview will be conducted with the village headman (Phu Yai Ban), Head of Tambon
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administrative organization and officer involved with developing the plan for district

and tourism promotion.

1.7.3 Operational Research
Collect primary data in the field by In-Depth discussion and interviewed
the target group. The operational procedures were as follow:

1) In-Depth discussion with the village headman (Phu Yai Ban), Head
of Tambon administrative organization for the first time.

2) Collected data specific to study area; ground check. Zoning using
map to follow the ecosystem and utilization activities and then create the map base on
potential of resources available.

The data and result from No. 1) and 2) will be use the SWOT Analysis.

3) Collect the data from general population by using questionnaire.

4) Set up second In-Depth discussion to obtain the opinion of the target
population, village headman (Phu Yai Ban), head of Tambon administrative
organization, officer involved with developing the plan for district and tourism
promotion and other people.

5) Conclude the research result and propose to specialist and expert to

review the result.

1.7.4 Futures Research
The future research involved interpretation, analysis, discussion and
reporting of the research result.
1) Delphi Technique is used in this research to analyses all of the
secondary data and primary data and report the result to expert or specialist for review.

2) Discussion, conclusion and suggestions and publish the final report.

1.8 Expecting Results

1. Understand the present situation of tourism and potential of resource this
will be use as tourism resources in the study areas.

2. Develop the integrated tourism pattern suitable for the study area and

consistent to sustainable tourism.
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3. Understand the requirement of tourism pattern and new pattern of activity
needed.

4. Understand the problem, an obstacle and guideline for development and
promotion for tourism.

5. Defined the boundary of suitable land use plan according to the resource
potential in each areas.

6. Create tourism model for Amphoe Khongjeam, Ubonratchathani with

various pattern base on potential of tourism resources and tourist requirement.

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2.1 General Topography and History of Study Area

2.1.1 General topography of Khongjeam district, Ubonratchathani
Province

Ubonratchathani Province located on an area call “Korat basin”, above mean
sea level(AMSL) 68 meter (227 foot) general topography undulating terrain. To the
South and East there are unevenly high mountain range, with the Mekong Rivers along
the East as a bounded line between Thailand and People's Democratic Republic of
Laos.

Khongjeam district located on the East of Ubonratchathani Province, 85 km
from Ubonratchathani center. Khongjeam is a district right on the national bounded.
This is as eastern-most district of the country. The topography of this district is high
altitude plain, with the Mool Rivers along the South and the Mekong Rivers along the
East. The are consist of forest and low-lying hill. (The center of information district,
Department of Local Administration, Ministry of the Interior, 2006)

2.1.2 History of Khongjeam district
The recorded history of Khongjeam district dated back 186 years, during the
reign of H.M. King Rama Il until the present day as described in Table 2-1.

2482 1939 The Suwaree district was changed back to Khongjeam
district

2500 1957 The district office was moved to Kok marjok (in the

present day) The former location of The district office

was declared Bandan miner district.

2502 1959 The miner district was former to a district.
2514- 1971- The Khongjeam district name was changed to Srimuang
present present | Mai district. The Bandan district which was the original

location of Kongjeam is now call “Kong” until the present

day.

Background of the name “Khong” meaning the leader in herd, perhaps
may be from “Klong” meaning elephant crowd. The word “Jeam” was supposed
slightly distort the word *“Jeang” that mean elephant. Thus Khongjeam should means
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the city where have the elephant large crowd living altogether (Encyclopedias
geography of Ubonratchathani , Cultural and Art office , Ubonratchathani Rajabhat
University).

2.1.3 Administrative district division

Amphoe Khongjeam divided in to 5 sub district(tumbon) and 1 municipal
district namely Nongseangyai sub district, Nabhotiklang sub district, Huaypai sub
district, Huayyang sub district, Khongjeam sub district and Bandan municipal district.
Total area of the district cover 594 km? (371,250 rai)

2.2 Relevant Concepts and Theories
2.2.1 Concept and Philosophy of the Sufficiency Economy, New Theory
Agriculture
2.2.1.1. Characteristic 3 items of Sufficiency Economy
The Sufficiency will must compose 3 Characteristic as follows:

1) Moderation refer to the sufficiency that not many and not
few too much which don't exploit oneself and others or base on moderately.

2) Reasonableness refer to the making decision about level of
sufficiency must go on with reasonably. Which consider from relate factor including
consider the results of suppose will happen from behaviors that carefully.

3) Self-immunity refer to preparation completely protect the
effect and changing from internal and external.

Sufficiency Economy is a philosophy bestowed by His Majesty
the King to his subjects through royal remarks on many occasions over the past three
decades. The philosophy provides guidance on appropriate conduct covering
numerous aspects of life. After the economic crisis in 1997, His Majesty reiterates and
expanded on the “Sufficiency Economy” in remarks made in December 1997 and
1998. The philosophy points the way for recovery that will lead to a more resilient and
sustainable economy, better able to meet the challenges arising from globalization and
other changes (Sufficiency Economy Propels Subcommittee, 2003: 3). This concept

was developed from the practical part then make the sufficient economy covers all part
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of development that had base from the truth and practice beneath characteristic 3
items of Sufficiency Economy

2.2.1.2 Philosophy of the Sufficiency Economy

Sufficiency Economy is a philosophy that stresses the middle path as an
overriding principle for appropriate conduct by the populace at all levels. This applies
to conduct staring from the level of the families, communities, as well as the level of
nation in development and administration so as to modernize in line with the force of
globalization. Sufficiency means moderation, reasonableness, and the need of self-
immunity for sufficient protection from impact arising from internal and external
changes. To achieve this, an application of knowledge with due consideration and
prudence is essential. In particular great care is needed in the utilization of theories
and methodologies for planning and implementation in every step. At the same time, it
is essential to strengthen the moral fibred of the nation, so that everyone, particularly
public official, academics, businessmen at all level, adheres first and foremost to the
principles of honesty and integrity. In addition, a way of life based on patience,
perseverance, diligence, wisdom an prudence is indispensable to create balance and be
able to cope appropriately with critical challenges arising from extensive and rapid
socioeconomic, environmental and cultural changes in the world (Sufficiency

Economy Propels Subcommittee, 2003: 4)

2.2.1.3 Principle and concept of new theory agricultural

1) Principle of new theory agricultural

His Majesty the King has given development sustainable
agriculture that called “New Theory Agriculture” for attitude and earning living
develop of family and community step by step for community has strength. New
Theory Agriculture was an example that become visible of apply Philosophy of the
Sufficiency Economy that most obviously. Because of the new theory agricultural is
simple theory that general people can understand easily and can make become true
(Sufficiency Economy Propels Subcommittee, 2003: 9).

From one of the Royal visits at the northeastern provinces of

Thailand, His Majesty found out that in the area with irregular rainfall the rice yield
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was only 1 tung/rai. Rice plant received only the dew at night, yet struggled to survive
through the season. He, therefore, has suggested to build a small water reservoir lining
with plastic sheets to keep rain water in each paddy field. This is how the "New
Theory" for agricultural land management comes into practice.

The 30-30-30-10 formula suggested by His Majesty became the
"New Theory" of principle agricultural land management as follows:

1. It is practical to be used at small farm not larger than 15 rai in
size (which is an average farm size in Thailand).

2. The land management of this type would result in self
sufficiency of the farmers. Each family would be able to live comfortably while
community co-operation and participation are the main elements for success.

3. The main objective is to produce enough rice for the family

to consume all year.

2) Objective of new theory agricultural

(1) The stability of the food, resulted in availability of
food for consume and eat within household are depend on oneself and decrease
depend on from external, then cause stability of food.

(2) The water resources management emphasize on
provided the water source for supports production in field. In order to have the water
administrative management, which that remain used to maximize utilization extremely
advantage.

(3) The stability of income. The emphasize agriculture
for consume within household and sell the remainder. Therefore stable income to the

agriculturist were created also reduce expenses within household.

3) Main point and Important Guidelines

(1) The main idea of the New Theory is to serve as a
production system that allows farmers to become self-sufficient, self-reliant, and
frugal. To be viable this concept requires unity and willingness of the community to

work with and assist each another in order to reduce expenses, similar to the
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traditional practice of Long Khaek (traditional mutual help gathering for an activity

such as rice harvests).

(2) With rice being the staple food for every Thai
household, the theory estimates that, if each family carries out rice cultivation over an
area of 5 rai (1 rai = 0.45 acre), they will be guaranteed with a whole year's supply of
rice for consumption. This means that farmers will not have to buy rice at an
unreasonably high price and can lead their lives freely because they have become self-

reliant.

(3) Another important point is that the storage of water
will be sufficient to supply farming during the dry season or dry spells. Therefore, the
concept ensures that part of the land is set aside for the construction of a pond to store
sufficient water for an all year round cultivation. His Majesty provided the guideline
that for one rai cultivation, a farmer will need about 1,000 cubic meters of
water. Thus under the New Theory, if an area of 5 rai is used for rice farming and
another 5 rai for field or fruit crop farming (a total of 10 rai), approximately 10,000

cubic meters of water will be needed annually.

Therefore, under the assumption that each piece of land
has a total area of 15 rai, a formula has been derived for farmers to apply on their
plots.

(4) For this scheme to divide the land in order to
produce optimum benefits, His Majesty based His calculations on the fact that each
farmer owns an average land area of 15 rai. However, the following plan is not a fixed
formula but simply a guideline in which farmers who own more or less this amount of
land can adjust the ratio.

The scheme requires dividing the land into four parts
with a ratio of 30:30:30:10 as follows:

Part 1: About 30% is designated for a pond which is
used to store rainwater during the rainy season, supply crop cultivation during the dry

season, and raise different aquatic animals and plants.
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Part 2: About 30% is set aside for rice cultivation in the
rainy season which will provide sufficient yields all year round, thus enabling each
family to cut down expenses and become self-reliant.

Part 3: About 30% of the total area will be used to grow
fruit and perennial trees, vegetables, field crops, herbal plants and the likes which
provides for daily consumption and the surplus can be sold.

Part 4: About 10% of the remaining land is allocated

for housing, raising animals, and for other activities.

In any case, the described ratio only serves as a recommended
formula or as guidelines. Adjustments of the ratio can and should be made to suit each
area's local characteristics such as the soil characteristics, the amount of rainfall, and
the general environment. For instance, in the southern region where rainfall is more
plentiful or in areas where sources of water are available to continuously replenish the
pond, it will be possible to reduce the size of the pond and allocate the surplus land for

more useful purposes.

The royal thought of new theory agricultural has to meet very
good from many agriculturist in all province, almost every region of Thailand take
follows the royal thought aforementioned (Apipun Pookpukde, 1999: 70) Said that a
main point of new theory agricultural is “have enough to get by, enough to usable”
from the royal comment of His Majesty the King, Is year, on His Majesty the King
explained to Thai people in order to understood about new theory agriculture. There
had a main principle can bring to success. With the agriculturist will must realize

living on have enough to get by, enough to usable.

The new theory agricultural giving a chance to agriculturist
applies local wisdom and creativity that is appropriate with environment in each
location. This theory emphasize integrate local management and local wisdom with
the modernize technologies for an example of implementation of sufficient economy.
While, sufficient economy cover broader area than the new theory. The sufficient

economy is conceptual frame work and guideline for the application of new theory.
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However sufficient economy can apply in other field beside agriculture field.
(Sufficiency Economy Propels Subcommittee, 2005: 14)

However, His Majesty made an emphasis that management of
this kind must be gradually done and should never rush into it. An immediate problem
arising from digging a pond on farmland is a large quantity of earth left around which
amount from 10,000 m® to 19,000 m>. His Majesty has suggested the farmer to use this
surplus to build a dike around the pond and construct the cultivation rows for
vegetables or fruit trees. To make it easier for the farmers to use the "New Theory",
step-by-step procedure is formulated.

2.2.2 Concepts and Theories of Tourism
2.2.2.1 Natural resources and environmental conservation concept
regarding tourism
The tourism in a new century or 21 century is natural and environment
conservation trend, also known as “Green Tourism”. The tourism market researcher
from World Tourism Organization (WTQO) conducted the attitude survey of tourists.
The result of the survey indicated that the preferences had change from before, which

was the 3S (Sea Sand Sun). This new tourist preferences aimed at environment

conservation and sustainable development. The new preferences can also be
summarized to a new 3 S concept, namely Security means the safety of life and
assets, Sanitation means the cleanliness without dicease and pollution and Satisfaction
means contentment, impression in tourist sites and service (Rumpaipan Kaeosuriya

cite in Tanapararot Kong-in, 2003: 12)

2.2.2.2 The meaning of the tourism
1) Condition activities 3 items of tourism
Concluded that tourism depended on 3 conditions as follows:
(1) Traveling from a place of residence to others on a
temporary term.

(2) Traveling with voluntariness.
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(3) Travelingwith any purposes besides occupation or
earning a living.
United Nations Organization (Tourism Authority of

Thailand, 2541: 1). The summary report in meeting deal with traveling and tourism at

Rome, Italy in 1963 gave definition of tourism referred to the activities that have
relate condition are 3 items are traveling from a place of residence to othersplace,
traveling with voluntariness and traveling with any purposes besides occupation or

earning a living.

2) The migration of population from the place to another

The Webster’s Third New International Dictionary defined
“tourism” as traveling for pleasure and tourism-related business administration. It
could be seen that the world “tourism” had a diverse meaning. It did not only mean
“traveling” for relaxing or pleasure, but also referred the migration of population from
the place to another. It also included traveling within a country and to other countries.
(Wanna Wongwanit, 1996: 5)

Udom Choeikewong and associates (2003: 47) defined
“tourism” as the acted of people going to visit other place for sight seeing, visit
relatives and friends, relax on short-term and the long-term holiday. This definition
may also include academic conference, political conference, business conference or
other business engagement, study with the expert and scientific research. Above-
mentioned can use transportation in every form, Futhermore still have other meaning
of tourism that mean the travel to another place for recreation. In order that , the
academia defined tourism as the summary of the phenomenon and relation from the
interaction of tourists , businessperson , host country government and host local

people. Within procedure attraction and receive cordially tourists and visitors.

3) The purpose and aim were traveling from a place of

residence to others on a temporary term
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4) The component of tourism
Wanna Wongwanit (1996: 19) described to components of
tourism were important factor into tourism development of each country. Because
these are components besides encouraging to tourism industry, still beneficial to
general tourist also. Tourism activities must to varied components as follows:
(1) Tourists
(2) Product tourism or tourism site
(3) Transportation
(4) Tourism information and tourism service
(5) Safety and facility in the sense of immigrating
(6) Infrastructure
(7 The other support

5) The categorize of the tourism
Wanna Wongwanit (1996: 17) categorized the objectives of
tourism into 6 types as follows:
(1) Traveling for recreation and entertainment
It was a travel for a change of atmosphere and curiosity
in order to see different scenery, cultures, traditions and way of life. It also meant
traveling to other places for enjoyment and recreation for a change of atmosphere and
residence. Such a travel depended on several factors such as personal tastes, economic
status, attraction and interests of places.
(2) Traveling for relaxation
It was to spend free time for physical and mental
relaxation. It might be a recovery period after sickness. Such a travel would take the
longest time as possible and the place should be peaceful, comfortable with fresh and
clean air, such as beach, forest or mountains.
(3) Traveling for cultural studies
The purpose was to seek knowledge about local cultures
in addition to tourism. It included a study of local living conditions in both
anthropological and sociological manners. This included visits to art and historical

sites as well as watching performances.
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(4) Traveling for sport

This type of travel had 2 purposes. One was to watch
interesting sports competition, e.g. tennis or football. When the events were moved to
a new place, spectators would follow suit. The other was to play sport or physical
exercises. Such travel would take place in places of interest and attraction, e.g.
trekking or along the beach.

(5) Traveling for business, conference and seminar

This type of travel would spare some time for excursion
and the factors attracting visitors were interesting places of attraction, comfortable
accommodation and fast and convenient communication system.

(6) Traveling for education

This took place when individuals traveled overseas to
study, conduct research or be exchange students or professors and they had to reside
and travel in the country of destination for months.

Therefore, tourism in this investigation referred to the
needs to travel to other places with individual’s readiness and voluntariness. In other
that a new tourism pattern for meet tourists requirement such as ecotourism,

agrotourism, community base tourism , etc.

2.2.2.3 Meaning of tourism resources
1) Tourist attractions 3 type
Tourism resources are one element of tourism system besides
tourism service and tourism market. These elements are interrelate, which each
element also has several sub elements. The sub element also varied. The relation
affects between these elements led to the difference within the tourism pattern. (Udom
Choeikewong and associates, 2003: 156)
Udom Choeikewong and associates (2003: 73) categorized of
tourist attractions are 3 type as follows:
(1) Natural attractions or be born from natural
environment compose climate, scenery and wildlife
(2) Cultural and lifestyle attractions still have a great

number of tourist groups which take an interest in civilization in the past.
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(3) Manufactured attractions are tourism places on the
one hand natural attractions. A large city is can attract tourists enter to see the building
and way history architecture, ancient building where have background important
history.

2) Attractions of the tourist 6 items

Somputh Thurajen (1997: 65)recorded tourism attractions must

have attractively, which can attract tourists. Some tourist places may be have many
attraction or only attraction. The tourist attraction can divide as follows:

(1) Natural resources such as climate, sea, mountain,
waterfall, curve and scenery.

(2) Cultural resources such as historical place, ancient
remains, antiques.

(3) The recreational area such as public park,
amusement park.

(4) The festival such as the parades of candles used in
the temple during the raining in Ubonrachathani province and the elephants festival in
Surin province.

(5) The especial activity.

(6) The psychological attraction such as boat trip

along that rather risk, mountain climb.

3) Classification of tourism resource into 2 type
Wanna Wongwanit (1996: 17) categorized tourism resource
into 2 type as follows:

(1) Natural attraction. This type of resource attracted
interest of tourists the most because they were born naturally. They were either
beautiful or eccentric, which were subdivided into 4 type namely wildlife, scenery,
climate and natural phenomena.

(2) Manufactured attraction. This type existed mostly in
big cities, including entertainment venues, shopping complex, amusement park or
hotel. In some cities, architectural building such as palaces, religion sites, museums as

well as art and culture could be the main attraction to tourists.
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2.2.3 Concept and meaning of sustainable tourism

2.2.3.1 Definition and meaning of sustainable tourism

1) The tourism that can meet of tourists and people owner
locality requirement for a long time

Wanna Wongwanit (1996: 75) defined “sustainable tourism
development” as the develop which meet of the tourists requirement and local
community holder by protected and reserve to opportunity of next generation to using
resources. This tourism means resource management for meet of the socio-economic
requirement and aesthetics beauty. While preserve unique culture and ecosystem.

Uraiwan Peimniwats (2001: 22) defined “sustainable tourism
development” as the tourism develop pattern in order that usable resources for a long
live and non effect to ecosystem and unique culture. At the same time as a result meet

of the tourists and people in each local community requirement.

2) Business tourism management that provide fair benefit, and
the least negative effect to the environment

Boonlert Jittangwattana (1999: 18) defined *“sustainable
tourism” as The excellent management in tourism large or small group. In order to
preserve tourism resources which have attraction don't deteriorate. The business
tourism has adjust to quality for fair benefit. Meanwhile local community have
participates into receive benefit appropriately. In order that tourists come to visit

always and sufficiently, but the least negative effect to the environment.

3) Sustainable tourism character 6 items
Boonlert Jittangwattana (1999: 8) describes the sustainable
tourism had important character 6 items as follows:
(1) Touring in all kinds of traveling sites: nature touring,
history touring, historic site touring and cultural touring.
(2) Touring with an emphasis on the uniqueness of each
site.
(3) Touring with great care for the natural resources and

the environment of the traveling sites.
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(4) Touring though learning and access to experiences to
the natures and the cultures.

(5) Touring with long term benefits to traveling
business.

(6) Touring with benefits to local community and to the

natural resources and environments of the traveling sites.

Therefore, in summary sustainable tourism as the tourism that meet of
the socio-economic requirement in other that using resource for a long time, non
impact of environment, culture uniqueness and local lifestyles. At the same time it
makes satisfaction and meet requirement of traveling business, local people and

tourists.

2.2.3.2 The pattern of sustainable tourism
1) Pattern of sustainable tourism 2 pattern
Sustainable tourism management, the industrial tourism
academician has categorize sustainable tourism management pattern were 2 pattern
(Rumpaipan Kaeosuriya, 2001: 1999). In accordance with tourism resources were
tourism resource in nature place, and tourism resource in culture place that detail as

follows:

(1) Natural Based Tourism, which tourism pattern that like very
in Thailand namely
(1.1) Ecotourism
(1.2) Marine Ecotourism
(1.3) Geology Tourism or Litho Travel
(1.4) Agrotourism

(2) Cultural Based Tourism,which have lists travels
arrangement in cultural tourism pattern various kinds namely
(2.1) Cultural Tourism
(22) Rural Tourism/ Village Tourism
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2) Integrate Sustainable Tourism Pattern

Furthermore, still have integrate sustainable tourism pattern
which integrate between adventure tourism and ecotourism. Then integrated with
ecotourism call “Eco Adventure Travel”, then integrated with cultural tourism call
“Eco Cultural Travel” namely health tourism.

Thus, summarize the pattern of sustainable tourism have various
pattern, which categorize main pattern were 3 pattern namely Natural Based Tourism,

Cultural Based Tourism and Integrate Tourism.

3) Ecotourism

(1) Definition of ecotourism

The coining new terms of “Ecotourism” in Thai had present
and apply many word especially that Kan Tongteiw Cheung Anurak (conservation
tourism), Kan Tongteiw Cheung Niwase (ecotourism), Niwase Sunjon (litho travel)
and Niwase Tongteiw etc. Formerly the word “Kan Tongteiw Cheung Anurak” used
regularly and widely. Resulted in research approved with “Ecotourism” should be a
vocabulary that the most appropriate. In order that for clearness The (Scientific and
Technological Research Institute of Thailand, 1997: 50).

Ecotourism has gained considerable attention in both the
academic and tourism industry community. As described by Rumpaipan Kaeosuriya
(2002: 93) in an ecotourism workshop, ecotourism and green tourism were technical
words invented by tourism industry in 1986 as a modern tourism. They were described
as tourism with preservation of environments without destruction of natural resources.
The 1992 Earth Summit Conference in Rio De Janeiro, Brazil, defined Agenda 21,
which stated that any forms of developments, including tourism developments had to
be sustainable. As a result, a sustainable tourism development has to be in the sense of

preservation.

The Tourism Authority of Thailand gave the meaning of
ecotourism in the ecotourism development trend and policy B.E. 2538-2539. They

were defined that was the travel to some where to learn, as well as, to admire the
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scenery of the social culture and life style of local people. It bases on the knowledge
and the ecological responsibility.

The Scientific and Technological Research Institute of Thailand
(1997: 11). has given the meaning of Ecotourism as touring with conscious to
maintain the uniqueness of natural and cultural sites that connected to the Ecological
system in that area. It was done through learning process together with the concerned
parties under the direct participation of local community in the environmental
management and tourism, directing toward building consciousness for Sustainable
Ecological System.

In summary, the definition of ecotourism have variously, but the
whole emphasize responsible tourism. Which one of Nature-based tourism that expect
in order that environment maintenance of tourist sites and resource. Particularly the
ecology of the tourist site. Ecotourism is a part of conservation tourism, which be the
tourism that develop to sustainable tourism. Thailand has necessity will specify the

definition of ecotourism for clearness in accessory.

(2) The scope of Ecotourism covered 4 key elements

The scope of Ecotourism covered 4 key elements (The
Scientific and Technological Research Institute of Thailand, 1997: 10).

(2.1) Being tourism in Natured-based were identical or
authentic or endemic or unique that including cultural and historical sites connecting
with the Eco-system in that area.

(2.2) Being tourism that have Sustainable Management
for responsibility travel with no or low impact toward environment. Sustainable
Management covered resources conservation environmental management and tourism
development limited

(2.3) Being tourism in learning process that has given

the education on surrounding and tour based Eco-system. Furthermore, increasing
knowledge, experience and appreciate had raised the proper awareness and
consciousness among the tourists, local people and business owners who concerned

with tourism
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(2.4) Being tourism in involvement of local community
or people participation for local benefit from generating income for better living
quality and being rewarded for maintaining and managing tour based. Finally, the
local community must be able to effectively control tourism development. The local
community in this place initial from village level (grass root) until locality

administration
(3) The principle of ecotourism 4 items

In Thailand, the principle of ecotourism is to place a more
emphasis on traveling with a careful treatment of natural resource. There should be a
resource administration and an education program to associated people. The scope of
ecotourism covers the following components: traveling site, administration, activities
and process, and participation (The Scientific and Technological Research Institute of
Thailand, 1999: 2-45).

(3.1) Ecotourism should comprise traveling sites with
the unique identity that includes cultural and history associated with those site. Thus,
traveling sites involve nature-based tourism.

(3.2) Administration of ecotourism should concern a
responsible tourism without any negative impacts on the surroundings and the society.
It should also cover preservation of the natural resources, administration of
environments, protection against any pollution and confinement of the development of
tourism. In other that words, ecotourism should comprise a sustainable managed
tourism.

(3.3) Ecotourism should comprise activities and
processes that encourage learning processes. Such activities and processes should
provide knowledge of surroundings and the ecological system of the traveling site,
promoting wisdom, experiences and impression to the tourists and the local
community, Therefore, ecotourism is a form of environmental education-based
tourism.

(3.4) Ecotourism should also concern the participation

of local community to return profits back to the community and the traveling site
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itself. These profits include income, quality of life and reward. Thus, ecotourism is a

form of community participation-based tourism.

4) Format and meaning of community based tourism

According to Yuwadee (cite in Weawdaw Nambuth, 2005: 18),
the rural & community based tourism was another from traveling that has received
most attention from concerned parties, starting from setting up policies to actual
practice, such as tour operators, institution experts, community people. The current
fever in rural and community based tourism appeared not only in Thailand but also in
other countries worldwide, from the developed countries, such as the United Stat of
America, Canada, New Zealand, the United Kingdom as well as the developing

countries, such as Philippines, Jamaica and South America.

(1) Lifestyle with community based tourism

The community tourism means the choice in the tourism
management that community have participate in direction tourism planning on base
though, whole people in local community which owner of the resource and tourism
stakeholder. They used available resources, such as the natural resources, historical
resources, tradition culture, lifestyles and production of community use to capital or
factor in appropriate tourism management. Including potential development of person
in community in order to have knowledge, ability in work since making decision,
planning, operating and lesson summary. This development emphasize on
sustainability for the next generation and are take benefit to local community.
Including give precedence to consider ability in carrying capacity of natural. (Sinth
Sarobol, 2003: 12)

(2) Local environment and community tourism

Udom Choeikewong and associates (2005: 192) mention to
community tourism are tourism management which the most harmonious with locality
and natural environment. This management used the unique quality dominant of the
community in clouding local aspect on agriculture, culture and natural environment as

tourist attraction and appropriate management in the sense of tourism service such as
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residences, guides tour, food and souvenirs for preserve the equilibrium of local

community.

(3) Dominant of the community with tourisms 3 type

The community tourismuse dominant of community are
important in tourists attraction. The community should realize necessity which
persevere the dominant of the community for attract tourist therefore travel within
local increase and long time. The community tourism makes community develops
together with preserve a good remaining and dominant of community in order that
sustainable. The dominant of community that uses to attract tourist consider from as
follow:

(3.1) Culture referred to culture native activity
arrangement which interesting to become tourism activity such as tradition festivals,
native narrative legend, music and arts native, etc.

(3.2) Nature referred to using the existent natural
environment in local that have beautiful and have potential in natural tourism activity
arrangement develop to become tourist site such as rafting downstream, bird watching,
seeing the plant, cave tour, diving see the coral, historical education from ancient
skeleton or residence of very important person.

(3.3) Agriculture referred to tourism activity
arrangement by using interested agriculture such as orchids garden and butterfly
garden, cultivates original , lifting rut for cultivate, doing step field, gardening with
modern agricultural, taking free time of agriculturists for cloth weaving, silk worm

nourishing, animal nourishing, etc.

(4) Community tourism management
(4.1) Community tourism management 4 patterns
Dr. Erik Holm Petersen is expert from World Tourism
Organization (WTO) had special describe “Community Based Tourism and Home
Stay” on 27 March 2001 at Tourism Authority of Thailand consider, as an overall
picture, that community  tourism that one way of tourism which is gaining much
interest at present in worldly tourism industry and Asia the Pacific region. The heart of

tourism community is participate from local community. Which include tourism
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activity that local communities are operate. the community tourism can operate many
format. There are many counties apply to practice and succeed in these. For
developing countries such as the country in Asia the Pacific region also used
community tourism as attraction (Sinth Sarobol, 2003: 72) as follow:

(4.1.1) Unique local product sale such as handicraft
goods, local foods in order that mean other tourism resource of the community also.

(4.1.2) Cultural Shows Activities such as dance, local
amusement and local community concert, etc.

(4.1.3) Village Based Activities referred to tourism
activities which the community are operator for responds to a tourist such as trekking
for see natural in village or neighborhood with local guide that receive expenses from
a tourist.

(4.1.4) Stay overnight activity in a village for tourists
who travel to that village. The stay overnight activity in a village has many format
namely

(4.1.4.1) Camping

(4.1.4.2) Home Stay, in the Europe region Home
Stay means a type of tourist accommodation where tourist or student stay with a host
that home owner and pay for lodging and meal to the host. Which this meaning has
character in kind of residence B & B(Bed and Breakfast) and stay with a family of
foreign student more than meaning of Home Stay in Thailand.

(4.1.4.3) The village accommodation facilities
meaning the tourists travel to village and  stay overnight cooperate with the host in
village in short period, which might have education and change culture with the host
that home owner. By tourist must pay for lodging and meal to the host. This meaning
like “Home Stay” which using at present.

(4.2) Format of management service 4 formats for community
tourism

Udom Choeikewong and associates (2005: 193) described to
community tourism management that have to service in the sense of all for a tourist
in order to satisfaction and preserve a dominant of community at the same time. The

service to tourist are:
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(4.2.1) Food referred to everything which ate then have
valuable to body and important factor for living.

(4.2.2) Product and a souvenir, a part from creating
income for the community, product and a souvenir also help promoting the
community, and can become local advertisings.

(4.2.3) Tour leading, a tourist wants the suggestion
about tourist sites both of the background, culture, historical and natural.

(4.2.4) Residence, the residence service to a tourist in
community tourism that may be present to a tourist stay at house in community, which
, manage likes to home stay.

Community tourism shall better the quality of life for people in
community, while creating minimal negative impact with community because was
originate by cooperation of people in the community by themselves, maximize local
resources utilization and also maximize value-added (Choeikewong and associates,
2003: 193).

2.3 Relevant Documents and Researches
2.3.1 Relevant Documents and Researches Regarding Ecotourism

2.3.1.1 The Study of the Area Potential and Community Response to
Ecotourism Development

Tiwat Rattanakate (1999) had studied of the area potential and
community response to ecotourism development: a case study of the Klong Ra Ok
reservoir, Rayong province. The study reveals that the most feasible area for
ecotourism development is the central park of the study area or the are surrounding the
reservoir. For community response that the population have moderately aware of
ecotourism, have neutral attitude towards ecotourism, have slightly participate in
environment and natural resources conservation for ecotourism development. The
summarily, the study are is feasible for ecotourism but lack of co-operation in
management for this purpose. It is necessary to arrange training on ecotourism
knowledge and plan for are utilization cooperation, in order to enhance understanding

and roles of local people. This will result in the distribution of income to local
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communities, the development of ecotourism and finally lead to sustainable

development.

2.3.1.2 The Guidelines for Tourism Site Management in Accordance
with Principles of Ecotourism

Nipon Chuamuangphan (1999) had studied of the guidelines for
tourism site management in accordance with principles of ecotourism: a case study of
Phu Chee Fah Forest park in Changrai province. The purpose to investigate guidelines
in tourism site management in accordance with principles of ecotourism. The result of
the study revealed that Phu Chee Fah is a natural tourism site according to the first
principle of principle which have natural tourism site outstanding in terms of landform
, greenery and specially. The second principle which is based on sustainable
management, the are still lakes management due to its new set-up. Third principle
which is based on knowledge provision and communication for tourist and local
people and information center are not available. The fourth principle which is based on
participation of local people, indicated that local people earn some benefit from
tourism whereas decision making, implementation and assessment participation do not
exist. The fifth principle which is based on tourist satisfaction that tourist are satisfied
with the natural condition and scenery of the area. The guidelines of management
should be decentralized so that local communities have participation in accordance

with principle of principle in terms of policy.

2.3.1.3 The Readiness of Local People for Ecotourism Development

Kusuma Swangpan (2003) had studied of the readiness of local people
for ecotourism development: a case study Koh Sirae community, Amphore Muan,
Phuket province. To study local people readiness for development of the Sirea marine
community for ecotourism. The result found that local people were moderately ready
for management of tourism resources and facilities, protection and preservation of the
environment, arrangement of activities and service for tourism. Nevertheless, they
were not very willing to participate in administration of ecotourism. The affecting
factor on people readiness for protection and preservation of the environment was the

residential period of local people. There were no factor contribute to people readiness
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of administration of tourism resources and convenience facilities, or people readiness

for arrangement to activities and service for tourist.

2.3.1.4 The Study Ecotourism Management of Thai-style Homestay at
Plai Pongpang

Sombat Chuethahan (2004) had studied of ecotourism management of
Thai-style homestay at Plai Pongpang sub district, Ampawa district, Samut Songkram
province. The purpose to investigate the ecotourism management of Thai-style
homestay and to determine the impacts of the ecotourism on the environment of Thai-
style homestay at Plai Pongpang. The results indicated the 3 reasons that encouraged
the ecotourism management of the sub district where residents used to live a sample
lifestyle in the unique Thai-style houses aged about 100 years, surrounded with
orchards and nipa palms along boat sides of the canal and waterways to become a
Thai-style homestay site. The frist reason is government’s policy to revive deteriorated
tourist attraction. Second, the superior geographic site of the Plai Pongpang sub
district. Third, support from the public administration, as well as the cooperation
between the residents and local community leaders. The impacts of the ecotourism on
the environment of Plai Pongpang sub district, the results indicated 2 factors. First, the
positive impacts are namely the restoration of the houses which become cleaner and
more modernized building affection and pride in the community among the residents;
promoting mutual understanding and cultural exchange between the local residents
and other people of different races and making the community earn more income.
Second, the negative impacts include worse erosion of the canal banks, noise pollution

and garbage mostly disposed by non-homestay tourism which makes the canals filthy.

2.3.2 Relevant Documents and Researches Regarding Agrotourism
2.3.2.1 The Characters of Farming Supporting Tourism Network
Orn Seeprae (2000) had studied of the characters of farming supporting
tourism network. The objective to establish an agrotourism system by determining
specific characters of farming which create attraction and support tourism network in
the area of Nakornrachasima province and its vicinities. Six preliminary factors for

farming area potential analysis are determined from the study of main components of
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tourism system, tourism development concepts and forms, as well as agriculture
system and forms. They are value of farming area, accessibility, facility, environment,
travel limitation and tourism management. The result show that specific characters of
farming areas consist of; 1) unique physical and biological value, technology and
agriculture way of life; 2) high potential to accommodate and facilitate tourism

activities and 3) being parts of main tourism route in Nakornrachasima province.

2.3.2.2 An Analysis of Potential in Agrotourism Development for Non-
Farm Income

Narisara Sathanasaovapak (2002) had studied of an analysis of
potential in agrotourism development for non-farm income. The purpose to review the
principles of sustainable tourism agrotourism, to analyze the potential of agrotourism
through the components of tourism system and potential in agrotourism for non-farm
income. The studies area were in Thong Thiew Klong Taling Chan Tour, Bangkok.
Thong Thiew Kaset Long Ruar Chom Suan mahasawat, Nakornpathom province and
Moo Ban Thong Thiew Anurak Plai Pongpang, Samut Songkram province. The result
of this study show that Thong Thiew Kaset Long Ruar Chom Suan mahasawat was the
most potential for agrotourism development. In addition, Moo Ban Thong Thiew
Anurak Plai Pongpang and Thong Thiew Kaset Long Ruar Chom Suan mahasawat had
the number of actual visitors more than tat of break-even visitor. The estimate showed

that agrotourism would create non-farm income.

2.3.2.3 The Community Potentiality in Agrotourism Promotion for
Sustainable Development

Tanapararot Kong-in (2002) had studied of the community potentiality
in agrotourism promotion for sustainable development : a case study at Bannateen,
Aonang subdistrict, Mueang district, Krabi province. To study the community’ s
factors affecting to the level of community potentiality in agrotourism promotion and
to study the relationship of community factors with the level of community
potentiality in agrotourism promotion. Results of the study indicated that the
consultation role in agrotourism of the local leaders. The other factors which had non

relative to the community potentiality were as follows; the agrotourism information
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perception from all kinds of relevant media, training, participation with the local
organization, connecting with the officers of government organization, the role of the
local leader in providing opportunity to the community to serve in any tourism activity
and the capacity of the community to set up their own agrotourism management. And
for the community problems which were relevant to agrotourism development were as
follows; three is insufficient of community running water and some majority of the
community members still lack of agrotourism knowledge. Some major suggestions for
the sustainable agrotourism promotion of community were; to campaign for the
natural and environment conservation, to support local wisdom and culture and to

focus more on participatory working with others.

2.3.3 Relevant Documents and Researches Regarding the Tourism in

Lower of the Mekong River Area

2.3.3.1 The Tourism Service Management Readiness by Local
Government Organization of Thailand in the Lower Mekong River Basin Area.

Sompong Thongchai and associates (2004) had studied of tourism
status and service capabilities, tourism industry and analysis including role
evaluation, authority, knowledge, understanding and participation of the Local
Administrative Organization in the Administration and services of tourism industry
as well as evaluation of readiness and presentation of the trends to support readiness
in the services industry of Local Administrative Organization in Mukdahan, Amnat
Charoen and Ubonratchathani Provinces. Results of the study suggested that the
development capability and tourism promotion were different in the natural
resources factors as the main reason for difference in operations in the development
of public utilities, conveniences including the government agencies and local
enthusiasm to participate in tourism planning However, findings had suggested more
the readiness for development from Ubonratchathani with reinforcement in public
relations for the city to be well known. Mukdahan Province has been developing
different projects for fundamental infrastructure while Amnat Charoen Province
stressed the development of art and culture, local handicrafts including the existing
tour based.
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Within the Local Administrative Organization and Municipality, the
strong point of tourism in the area consisted of having both nature and man-made tour
based with the improvement of local merchandises, products and handicrafts to
promote tourism. On the contrary, the weak point appeared in the insufficient numbers
of personnel and their readiness, lacking budget to support development and promote
tourism, missing services to support tourism in quality lodgings, other traveling
conveniences. In the readiness of tourism services, Mostly well prepared in tour based,
transportation and accessibility including the set up of committee to manage tour
based.

Suggestions from the research revealed the capability and readiness in
developing areas of Mukdahan, Mukdahan, Amnat Charoen and Ubonratchathani for
tour based. The development was being planned to connect land tour based along
Mekong River with the neighboring countries based on their own capacity of tourism
resources, nature and man-made, art and culture, ancient monument and religious. It
also aimed at economic development with 3 countries or collaboration within the
Emerald Triangle by having tourism as the core development for the readiness in

tourism services industry.

2.3.3.2 The study to the Community — Ecotourism route network
development on the lower of the Mekong river

Waewdaw Nambutr, (2005) had studied to the Community -
Ecotourism route network development on the lower of the Mekong river for
collected database of resources tourism and tourism serviced to develop the
Community - Ecotourism route network (Mukdahan, Amnat Charoen,
Ubonratchathani) and evaluate the appropriateness of tourism route network. The
results were suggested that tourism resources in the research areas were capable of
supporting the demand in public utility and tour based. It could develop a
Community-Ecotourism network on the lower of the Mekong River that presented in
a handbook. It contained 4 tourism routes. Each routes is appropriateness of the
Community-Ecotourism network on the lower of the Mekong River that was measured

at medium level.
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2.4 Conclusion and Discussion Documentary Research

2.4.1 Result of Relevant Secondary Data on Study Areas

The secondary data from Documentary research found that 10 villages, which
bounder on the People's Democratic Republic of Laos and on the bank of Mekong
River, which close to historical attraction such as Pha Tam National Park: 1 )
Wernbueg village, 2) Huaymaktai village in Khongjeam sub district, 3) Tamui village,
4) Thalong village, 5) Kum village, 6) Huaymak village, 7) Huaythumpong village in
Huaypai sub district and, 8) Sasorm village, 9) Pakla village, 10) Kunthakwean village
in Nabhotiklang sub district. Then used 6 tourism patterns namely natural tourism,
historical tourism, cultural tourism, agrotourism, homestay tourism, and adventure
tourism were criteria for select and boundary the study areas as Table 2-2 shown

below;

The result of checking list tourism patterns separate to villages in Khongjeam
district by the 6 tourism patterns criteria, 4 villages were selected namely Wernbueg
village in Khongjeam sub district, Tamui village and Thalong village in Huaypai sub
district, and Sasorm village in Nabhotiklang sub district. Therefore the study areas

were 4 villages above mentioned, which in-dept study further.

2.4.2 Result of Relevant Documents and Researches

According to the literature related to tourisms in several issues, it is found that
nowadays there are a lot of types for tourism depending on the needs of tourists and
the tourism’s train of thought. However at present, the tourism types originated the
learning process or new and strange experiences such as rural lifestyles study,
agrotourism, adventure tourism which is one of the ecotourism have more role than
traditional types which emphasize only convenience or relaxation. The tourism
originated from community management by taking the resources, which have existed
in the local studying areas to set them to be the tourism resources. These include
natural resources, history, custom and tradition, life style and traditional knowledge.

Such these types more appear especially in the rural areas where there are the unique
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or local unique and outstanding that able to attract the tourists. These are considered to
be the most benefits use of resources.

From the study, which is included the potential study of the areas and the ready
of community for supporting and developing the tourism. The study of the area
potential and community response to ecotourism development, the guidelines for
tourism site management in accordance with principles of ecotourism, the readiness of
local people for ecotourism development, the study ecotourism management of Tai-
style homestay at Plai Pongpang, the characters of farming supporting tourism
network, the analysis of potential in agrotourism development for not-farm income,
the community potentiality in agrotourism promotion for sustainable development, the
tourism service management readiness by local government organization of Thailand
in the lower Mekong River basin area and the studied to the community — ecotourism
route network development on the lower of the Mekong River.

It is concluded that Ubonratchathani Province which is located in the lower of
the North Eastern area is the area which has the potential for tourism because of the
suitable of the resources for tourism. It can be set for several types for tourism in the
style of ecotourism and it is found that the tourism management and the ready of
community are important for the tourism development in the areas. A lot of local
communities turn to be more interested in tourism and realize to the income resources
and the development of local areas. These cause the development of local areas in
terms of public facilities, area conditions, education, enhancing the intellectual
knowledge and local custom. They made people in the areas love their resource and
realize to the importance of the intellectual knowledge which are originated the
reservation and carried down the intellectual knowledge and local custom. People will
be proud of their local areas. It is developed based on sufficiency according to the
local condition. The unique of the community will not be lost. In terms of the
combination of the tourism. It is created more network of tourism, which causes the
knowledge and information transfer including makes the tourists have choices for
several types of tourism.

Nowadays the involved organization both public and private organization
including the local government that effort the exist tourism to the consistent tourism

and the realization of the local resources by enhancing people participate to the

beginning of the project. It causes the cycling and exchanging in the economy of the
community for demand and supply, which are appropriate between the resources and
the tourists.

Moreover people who are the tourists, local people, general people don’t
understand the ecotourism because of lacking the training or the publication in this
knowledge directly so the tourism in nowadays has been created the problems to the
local resource.

It is the tourism of realization about the natural
resources, which are useful by cycle and emphasize the participation of the people. It
is the type of ecotourism, which apply to the tourism sustainable in the future.

This study defined scope of study areas were 4 villages (muban) within 3
sub district in Amphoe Khongjeam, Ubonratchathani province, on the bank of Mekong
River, which as a bounded line between Thailand and People's Democratic Republic
of Laos as follows:

1. Wernbueg village in Khongjeam sub district

2. Tamui village in Huaypai sub district

3. Thalong village in Huaypai sub district

4. Sasorm village in Nabhotiklang sub district

There area studies 4 all a village each a village has the difference in the sense
of, physical resources, biological resources, resources utilization, infrastructural

development, socio-economic, livelihood and lifestyles of community.
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In the field survey were use topography map, gather data from photograph,
baseline information on sample people survey, which interview by questionnaire in
each village. And In-Depth interview to a head of sub district administrative
organization and village headman. In order to in-depth tourism information in the
study areas and possibility of development into for ecotourism village, manage by
community, tourist demand, tourist opinion for community based tourism and
integrate tourism. For analyze result to create integrate tourism model in Amphoe
Khongjeam, Ubonratchathani Province. The results present for each essence as

follows:

Nowadays, Wernbueg, tried to change itself into tourism i.e. community tourism
where tourist could visited as group tourists.

In the community has been promoted “Phohug-Maehug” as well
known as tourist home stay. This project founded in 2004, supported by Educational
Institute namely Mahidol, Chulalongkorn and Mahasarakarm Universities. Those
Universities gave a recommend and advised to the community. The type of project
was kind of promoting room rental for tourists. The acceptant of tourist depended on
project officer by reported to head of project. For trial, some of home stay was opened
for tourists. Until the present day, the project was renovated some of home stay house.
The tourists were interested in cultural and community products. The travel season

were the most on raining and winter seasons.

2) Tourismresources

Wernbueg has border connected to People’s Democratic
Republic of Lao and closed to Mekong River. There brought the diversity in tourism
resource such as forestry resources i.e. waterfall and Phadang. They were away from
the community about 5 km. For cultural tourism resource in Wernbueg community,
there was Bru tribe that has their own language and culture. Tourism resource in

Wernbueg village was described in Table 4-1 below.

In addition, they promote Eco-tourism given name as “Bru Eta Ratuk
Saeye” The leader was Mr. Somsamai Jula. Initially, there have about 10-15 members
in 2004 until present the member was rose to 40. In community has a twice discussion
per month. Moreover, they form group to produce their own community products for
sale such as sewing clothes, bamboo handmade products i.e. rice streamer which was a

unique product in community.

5) The tourism management supporting

The organization which support and help in tourism in
Wernbueg village were

(1) Educational Institute was consisted of Mahidol,
Chulalongkorn and Mahasaram Universities. They acted as adviser to the community
in order to make the project “Phohug-Maehug” as kind as home stay.

(2) District government did not support the project
directly; otherwise it has some project related to tourism such as tourism resource
survey that has partial supported public relation for the community.

(3) Wernbueg village School has made website to
promote tourism in Wernbueg village.

(4) The Queen supporting project settles in Wernbueg
village acted as training institute about develop local product for people in community.

In addition, it made a view point hall for view the sunrise over Mekong River.

In Tamui village started in 1993. The occurrence of this tourism
site was it is the way pass though another tourism site, Thalong village there was One
Tambon One Product (OTOP) tourist site because of this brought nothing to Tamui
village. At the present day, public relation took in place promoted by agricultural
district government office settle in Nhongpheunoi village where the entrance to Tamui
village and the developing community government was. They promoted tourism
program for visiting tourists but there still have a few number of tourist.

The landscape in Tamui village settled in Mekong river bank.
The most of useable land have a huge of swage that contains a lot of nutrients for grow
plants. This brought to promoted agriculture project by agricultural sub district,
agricultural district and sub district government offices. The offices promoted One
Tambon One Farm that grew varieties of fruits i.e. pomelo, sweet tamarind, mango
and longan. The community tried to develop land for coming tourists, public toilet but
there have not got any home stay house for tourists.

There still have little numbers of tourists who wanted to travel
directly in the community because of the most travelers visited by the project
belonging to district government office or related government offices. The target sites
were Thalong village as described above as OTOP community and home stay visiting.
For the main visiting reason were visited agricultural plants because it was the way
passed through Thalong village. Later, the people in community form group for
promoted tourism by renovated their own house being home stay. Until the present,
some of tourist could traveled in the community both stay in home stay and travel to
where their recommended to visit in community. The procedure of the project settled
by recruited people in community who pleased to joined the project without notices.

They have divided the responding activities i.e. reception for home stay house, food
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supplies and program tour activities such as ecotourism consisted of visiting
community products hand maker, rafting in Mekong River, fish finding, cultural and
pathway tourisms, cotton sewing and canned bamboo made.

Nowadays, Tamui village has tourism as community tourism
supporting by people in community. The most tourists were from another past of
country, the majority were from Bangkok follow by North-Eastern part and Central
part, respectively. Moreover, there have some foreigner tourists those contact though

the development project office before visit.

2) Tourism resources

Tamui village has landscape closed to Phatam National Park
and Khong River which brought to diversity in tourism resources could be described
follow Table 4-3.

(1) Home stay group; for readily household who wish to
join then appointed the referees.

(2) Sight seeing boat group; almost every household
have their own fishery boat. Some of them tried to adapt their boat being sight seeing
boat.

(3) Trekking group; the member were tour leader to take
tourists travel in community forest and nearby.

(4) Fishery group; fisher form them group and show
tourist how to fishery in Mekong River to made tourist known the pathway of people
in community.

Moreover, they had form group as produced their
community products for sale to tourists and show how to make it such as the
following.

(5) Sewing group; the objective to enhance career and
grain more income, sewing clothes could be souvenir. There have many kind of
clothes i.e. shoulder, blanket, etc. They have about 6 communities joined.

(6) Bamboo shoot making group; materials were from

natural forest in both Thailand and People’s Democratic Republic of Lao.

5) The tourism management supporting
The organization which support and help in tourism in Tamui
village were
(1) Rakthai foundation; act as cooperates organization

between tourists and community.
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(2) Pha Tam National Park has the project with
community by introducing tourist to visit Pha Tam National Park and forward them to
another nearby tourist sites.

(3) Agricultural district office, promoting agricultural
tourism and settle tourist information center to introducing tourist about agricultural
tourism in southern part of Pha Tam National Park consist of Kum village, Tamui
village and Thalong village. Tours were organized to seeing agricultural plant and
home stay at village Pong Pang, Amphore Ampawa, Samutsakorn Province.

(4) The community developing project office, made
program tour which organize by people in community, public relation and brought
tourist into community.

(5) Hauypai sub district government office; made
tourism routes to public relation and introducing to tourist who travel into the

community. Moreover, they supporting One Tambon One Farm project.

Thalong village was OTOP tourism community because of
Thalong village is village that have handicraft production and the product won OTOP4
stars prize. This could persuade tourism to visit. Later, the increasing of productivity
belong with the recommendation by community development government office,
Tourism Authority of Thailand about how to made their home stay because this
community has a lot of variety tourism resource i.e. forestry, river and their own
unique cultural. In addition, the handicraft product could persuade the tourists. This

village has observed from Sasorm village, Naphotiklang sub district that was an

outstanding home stay community. Then the renovation started, firstly, landscape
adjustment made it for greeting the tourist and forming home stay tourism group.
Tourism in Thalong village occurred because of the recommendation by community
development government office. Until now, it was a tourism community has a
standard quality home stay assurance by Ministry of Tourism and Sport. This brought
to athletes came to stay during visited Pha Tam National Park and Tungnamaung
forest. At these present, there has 10 numbers of home stay and trend to have higher
the future.

The most tourists come as a group tour, community study visit
and visit community products but the tourists were not stay in home stay. The number
of tourist per one home stay was 20-30 per month depended on visiting season. The
major tourists were from North-Eastern part follow by central part. Occasionally, there
have students observed the management of community tourism, they mostly visited on
weekend in winter season from January to March. Before tourists came in, they have
to early contract and then the community tried to organize for tourist by knowing the
number of tourists for further preparing food and stay.

(1) home stay tourism group; Appointed referees who
responsibility about home stay management for tourist and settled funding for the
member by keep up 10 percents of income from tourist per household. This funding
would support the member in order to renovation their house and for other purpose

according to development of community both cleanliness and beautiful.

(2) Handicraft group; stream rice container handicraft
and other in kitchen facilities were made by their own unique knowledge of Bru
village from generation to generation. Nowadays, when people were free from their
permanent job, they have to make them for sale or event when tourists visit.

(3) Herbal essence group; they found herbal that grew
spread in community forest was not far from community to made an essence in order
to made medicine both for consumed and applied according to the community
purpose and for tourist to learn such as pain-relive herbal medicine, stomachache,
supplemented energy, for example.

(4) Trekking group; they have trekking leader who well-

known in community and be guide for tourist about their community forest.
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5) The tourism management supporting
The supporting tourism management and organization in
Thalong village were described below.
(1) Hauypai sub district government office supported to
make community entrance gate, found labor in order to renovation the landscape and

transportation community, tag point, community tourism home stay and public relation

to introduce tourist to travel in community

(2) Developing community organization gave advise to
people how to made home stay and help to public relation in introducing tourism in
community, served as intermediate between community and tourist because of the

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CHAPTER V
DISCUSSION

This research was studied for the creative integrated tourism prototype model
in Amphoe Khongjeam, Ubonrachathani province. The objectives areto study and
survey resources use situation and evaluate the potential of resource for manage into
tourism resource, to create integrated tourism prototype model and to analyze a
possibility of Integrated Tourism Prototype Model. The results of this study may be
useful for other locations to adapt to their own model. This quality researchwas
concentrated in a detail of study population for enhanced deepest understanding about
population (Suchat Prasitrattasinth, 2001: 28). Quality research is concentrated into
ground work is selected smaller population than other type because of it was not a
survey research. Study population is community more than personal study otherwise
personal study might lead tosight effect as a member of community (Akin Rapepat,
1993: 3). From the result of study by deep interview in study population and

community leaders in 4 study areas in 3 villages could be discussed in the following

5.1 The Resources Utilized Situation and Potential Assessment of

Resources Management for Tourism Resource.

Situation of tourism resources in study area was still accepted as slightly good
resources. Khongjeam district is settling in the most far Eastern of Thailand and has
broader connected to the people republic of Lao which has Kong River separates each
out as a broader. In addition, there is the place that you can view the first sun rise in
Thailand and the area is an important in historical after found ancient paintings in
several points in Khongjeam and it become an attractive in Khongjeam.

The study areas selected from the 10 villages on the bank of Mekong River,
which bounder on the People's Democratic Republic of Laos and used content analysis

in 6 tourism patterns namely natural tourism, historical tourism, cultural tourism,

agrotourism, homestay tourism, and adventure tourism. In order that criteria into
selected study areas. The 4 villages were selected namely Wernbueg village in
Khongjeam sub district, Tamui village and Thalong village in Huaypai sub district,
and Sasorm village in Nabhotiklang sub district.

The occupation of people in the study areas is fisherman, agriculturist, rice
farming , orchard gardening, and domestic animals respectively which different
because of generality in the each area. Wernbueg village is close to The Mekong River
and Kaengtana conservative forest, mostly people is fisherman and apply from the
forest. Can not cultivate because generality area are stone inappropriate with doing
agriculture. Tamui village, there is the plain under Phatam cliff, which it is alluvial
plain. There are fruits orchard on the bank of Mekong River, grow industrial drop
and annual crops, mostly people are agriculturist and fisherman. The generality area
of Talong village similar Tamui village, then mostly people are also agriculturist and
fisherman. Sasorm village is close to Dongnatam forest, then mostly people are also

agriculturist, rice farming and domestic animals.

5.2 The Integrated Tourism Model

Situation of tourism resources in study area was still accepted as slightly good
resources because there have a lot of resources especially in each community have
diversity in resources. From the study, tourism resources are found close to
community. The major resources are river, forest, dam, waterfall, the minor are
cultural and historical resources such as lifestyles of Bru tribe, community knowledge,
ancient paintings and also other man-mad resources were found that they were
slightly good quality which can promote to be a unique and renown tourism resource
in the further.

The study tourism situation in 4 villages show that Wernbueg village and
Tamui village are between administration community base tourism development. The
study tourism model show that Wernbueg village is mainly suitable for natural
tourism because it is close to Kaengtana National Park and the Moon River’s estuary
that flow into The Mekong River. Tamui village is mainly suitable for agrotourism

because there are fruits orchard on the bank of Mekong River. In addition to Thalong
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village and Sasorm village, there have community base tourism happened in these
villages already, and the tourism that manage by the community. The study tourism
model show that Thalong village is mainly suitable for cultural tourism because it is
the village of Bru tribe. And Sasorm village is mainly suitable for integrate
agricultural tourism base on the new theory agriculture in accordance with sufficient
economy philosophy because there is rice framing. Also this village is suitable for
homestay tourism because it is the first village that has management of homestay
tourism in  Khongjeam district. The both of village received homestay standard
certificate from The Tourism and Sport Ministry. At present-day have administration
tourism continuously.

According to tourism marketing research by World Tourism Organization
(WTO) found that tourism trend has changed from Sea Sand Sun in the other words,
3S into Security; security in both accident which occur in environmentand safety in
life and belonging, Sanitation; cleanliness, away from disease and pollutions,
Satisfaction; satisfy or impress in tourism spots and service. From the potential
assessment of resources management for tourism resource in study area denoted in
each community has linked about 3S. With supporting by tourism pattern in
community need to has an integrated development, it could explain as readily of
tourism utility are consisted of tourism resources, activities, services, transportations.
All of them were related to 3S. By the way, management in each community is
considered about cleanliness, security and happiness that could happened to visited
tourists because of each community has tourism pattern as home stay and also have
service in other i.e. guest house, food, tour leader.

The found that the attractive in each tourism resource could have more than
once thing for example natural resource, cultural resource, leisure place and festival
which attractive in psychology. From that point, the development in tourism resources
could be persuaded the tourists to visit and develop each community tourism resources
to be dominance of its community. Furthermore, the tourism pattern that exists in the
study areas at excellent level.

Overall, the study area has potential of structural service and tourism
convenience utilities such as guest house, restaurant, transportation, tourism sites,

souvenir, communication, public service in each village has different readiness which
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at moderate level. With addition of tourism resource closed to community would be
another advantage because of the development could linked to cultural in community
but tourism sites were only well known in sub-district level because lack of public

relation in wider level. Therefore, the integration between organization ie.

governments offices, business in order to broadcast and push its to well known.

5.3 The Possibility of Integrated Tourism Model

The type of tourism could be categorized in to 6 types. 1) Leisure tourism 2)
entertainment tourism 3) cultural tourism 4) sport tourism 5) business tourism and 6)
study tourism. From type of tourism in present day would develop to be those types as
Wanna Wongwanit (1996: 17) studied according to objective and tourist requirement.
Community based tourism pattern were managed by community along with their own

resources and activities in each community.

5.3.1 The tourist opinion of possibility of integrated tourism model

In this research, random tourists were 35 from 3 tourist sites; 12 from Pha
Tam National Park, 11 from Kaengtana National Park and 12 Chong Mag boarder
market. Opinion about tourism service, opinion about community based tourism and
integrated tourism was recorded for invention integrated tourism.

Most of the tourists were from North-Eastern area, which was public
relation on other part of Thailand still not accessible. The main purposes were leisure
and persuadable factor were beautiful of the nature, belonging with the dominance of
tourism sites. Amphore Khongjeam has a lot of beautiful scenery i.e. Mekong River,
waterfall, flower land and historical painting were differentiated from other province.
Furthermore, it linked to tourists demand; the main was the beauty of tourism sites, the
minor was diversity of activities and security in life and belonging.

The most of tourists were traveled with family by their own
transportation and were not have a specific tourist spots, in the other words; they stop
tourist sites on the way. Because of tourist sites were far away from place to place and
their have a lot of interesting and popular tourist sites. In addition, the minor tourist
sites are spread away from each other and public relation was not compatible in order
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to enhanced dominance and attractiveness of its sites. The tourist occasionally were
traveled during winter season, 1-2 nights stayed with their relatives, food they
consumed were local food and general food. For souvenirs, local things were the most
popular.

The assessment in tourism sites were a good but it should be developed
in officer service and public service such as rest room and garbage should have more
than present. For rent room was a good quality but it was not enough for tourists, it
indicated that their still not acceptable in home stay tourism which might caused by
lack of public relation and its home stay was not persuaded the tourists. It should be
the good alternatives to promote home stay tourism by develop in order to reach the
standard goal. Nevertheless, it also supporting the tourism base community and
spread income to community.

For restaurants and food shops were acceptable but the numbers of
restaurant and food shop were not enough for tourists. With addition of gift shops
should have more varieties of gifts and bring out the unique of community for sell and
also the numbers of shop were less than demand, thus a lot of tourists were gone to
buy it in boarder market where sell non-community products.

Public relation was still acceptable but it should correct in tourism service
and adding tourist guide. However, the communication should increase the number of
internet access and reach the need about public telephone. The major tourist desire
eco-tourism i.e. hiking, sight-seeing, rafting, cultural tourism and adventure, all kinds
of tourism were part of community base tourism. Most of the tourist never tried to
travel like this before, which means they have not got any broadcasting to promote it
or people in community lack of understanding about community base tourism.
Furthermore, the community base tourism was based on association in community
such as cloth making association, local production association and eco-tourism
association. The association could affect to tourists return to travel again when they
have a chance if the community has been developing in every detail to meet the goal

of community base tourism, that is integrated tourism.
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5.3.2 The community leader opinion of possibility of integrated tourism
model

Community leader such as a village headman, head of sub district
administrative organization and officer concerned to the developing plan of district
and tourism promotion. The study found that local government office has strategies
and the way to develop tourism in the community. The strategy denoted to economical
developing. Overall, the most of structural development strategy concentrated in
developed the community both fundament utilities and enhance quality of life. The
purpose of tourism strategy were risen the number of employee along with increased
income which enough for themselves and for family. With addition, increased job,
create new job developing new product to meet the need of the market. Moreover,
enhance educational and work ship. Agricultural, handmade and household economic
and community development service. Value added, broaden marketing and also
supporting community tourism.

The community leader denote community based tourism could enhance
local development, which were changed sites and community such as changes in
community scenes, tourism resources, economic which lead to increase income in
community for tourism. Cooperation of community expansion strengthen in
community, supported the relationship between government office, business agency
and people. Furthermore, it was reserved the culture and community knowledge and
diversity in tourism resources in Kongjeam district.

From the study found that the tourism in study area could be developed in
to varieties type of tourism and the differentiate in resources and geology in each
community. The result by observed the situation and powerful of tourism resource
noted that enhancement in study area broaden the development of tourism basement
such as tourism prototype model, infrastructure, services and, convenience facility of
tourism for example guest house, restaurant, transportation, communication and public
service. Public relation could promoted the tourist to know what going in the
community, this was well supported as Waewdaw Nambuth, (2005) studied. She
found that community resource cloud developed to be well-know tourism site but still
had a problem about public relation from the related organization.
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Integrated tourism is a kind of community based tourism, it integrated
sustainable tourisms namely eco-tourism, rural cultural tourism, cultural tourism and
agro-tourism was classified it by Rampaipan Kaewsuriya, (2001: 199) in to 2

categories by tourism resource 1) Natural Based Tourismand 2)Cultural Based

Tourism. From survey, the study area can develop to be sustainable tourism.

Integrated tourism prototype model was invented consist of tourism
resources potential, cooperation in the community, cultural, tradition, lifestyles,
service and tourism convenience facility, and fundamental utility. This integrated
tourism prototype model cloud be successful if the organization supported such as
office of Tourism Authority of Thailand in Northeastern region, Kaengtana National
Park, Pha Tam National Park, the community developing office and the most
important organization is local government office which were closed to the
community. These organizations have ability to develop it and the relationship
between the major tourism sites in Ubonratchathani Province. These cloud brought the

community the high valuable o using tourism resource.
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CHAPTER VI
CONCLUSION AND RECOMMENDATION

The study of Creative Integrated Tourism Model in Amphoe Khongjeam,
Ubonratchathani Province had resulted in integrated tourism model as a community
based ecotourism. This research was a qualitative study, by collected, analyzed and
interpreted the baseline environmental and social setting, gathered information from
relevant studies and researches in the targeted study area and tourism pattern, field
survey, Further, this study also collected information from communities leaders and
representatives of local administrative organization by conducting in-depth interviews.
It also cover the study of structure and opinions of tourist in the study area, in order to
obtain the model for integrated tourism in Amphoe Khongjeam, Ubonratchathani
Province. The results of this study may be useful for other locations to adapt to their
own model. Conclusion, Benefits and Recommendation of this study are as follow:

6.1 Conclusion

Increased tourism development in a community may resulted in the
development of communities’ economy. Therefore, it is important to allow the
community to realized and follow Concept and Philosophy of the Sufficiency
Economy. The main concept of the Sufficient Economy Theory are Moderation,
Reasonableness, and Self-immunity, which also in compliance with His Majesty’s
New Theory on Agriculture. Tourism is actually an additional-benefit from the
profession, lifestyle and resources available to the community.

Overall results of the study from all 4 studied villages, each village had
different in its surrounding, which resulted in different in the lifestyle and profession
of members in each community. However, since the resources available as tourism
attraction in each village is different, for both natural and cultural resources, the

development of infrastructures and facilities for tourism in each village are also varied.
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For the Wernbuek, it is a village of the Bru tribe which still held on to their native
cultures. This village has possession of a public forest close to its community which
located on the bank of the Mekong river. Therefore, the style of tourism in this village
may be emphasized on ecotourism and cultural tourism. Some household also open
their house as a home-stay for tourism, too. For the Tamui village, it is a typical
Northeastern rural village located on the bank of the Mekong river on an alluvial
plane. Therefore, the style of tourism in this village may be emphasized on agricultural
and natural tourism, boat ride along the Mekong, and Home-stay. The Talong village
is a village of a Bru tribe which had better developed infrastructure and tourism
facilities over the others, it is also located on the bank of the Mekong river. Presently,
this village was developed to become an OTOP tourism village and Home-stay
village, with accreditation from the Ministry of Tourism and sport. The style of
tourism here may be emphasized on cultural tourism, lifestyle study, handicraft
manufacturing and natural tourism. The last studied village was the Sasorm village.
This village was an Northeastern rural village that had been developed and promoted
on tourism before the others. Therefore, it was used as an district example on
Community-based tourism management. This community is located close to a public
forest, therefore, the tourism activities here was mainly utilized this public forest, with
emphasize on natural and cultural tourism. Presently, the Sasorm village was
developed to a home-stay village, with accreditation from the Ministry of Tourism and
Sport. All of the existing and proposed styles of tourism are community-based tourism
management, utilized locally available resources and infrastructures as a basis. The
management of these various style of tourism, combining with the development of
tourism-supporting services and facilities in each village may be developed as

integrated tourism. All of these styles may be called “Community-based tourism”

6.2 Recommendation for Applying Results of this Research.

Local administrative organization, Office of Community development, Office
of District Agriculture officer, Tourism Authority of Thailand, or other agencies may

be benefit from the result of this study as follow:
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1. The information regarding the tourism status and resources, along with other
result of this study may be used for community planning, or as a basis for drafting the
TAQO’s development plan.

2. The results regarding the creation of tourism style may be used for planning
and managing community-based ecotourism and help the integration of tourism
activities in the area.

3. The database and style obtained during this study may be used in developing
a tourism program linking with major tourism activities in Ubonratchathani Province,
or the lower I-sran region. Providing benefit to tourism business

4. Tourism-related agencies, such as Tourism Authority of Thailand, may use
the information as a basis for the promotion of tourism and tourist attraction in

Amphoe Khongjeam and the Lower Mekong region.

Though this study had achieved its objectives, there are still recommendations
for further studies for the benefit of other agencies and the study in this field. These

recommendations are provided below

6.3 Recommendation for Future Research

1. Further study regarding the supply chain and logistic in the study area to
realized the true demand of the tourism industry

2. Further study regarding tourism program and relation to the major
Ubonratchathani tourism network. Also, the readiness of the home-stay tourism in the
study area.

3. Further study on the development of communities’ products and the
readiness of communities’ enterprise.

4. Further study on the demand of local tourist, and trans-boundary tourist
between Thailand and Laos, in order to maximized the trans-boundary cooperation on
tourism

5. Tourism-related training should be provided to locals, and the planning of
the area utilization should be a resulted of consultation between government agencies

and locals.
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6. Standardized local guide training should be provided, in order to create jobs
for the community
7. Promotion of the community-based ecotourism should be provided, through

TV commercials, internet or other media easily accessible by the public.
