The purposes of the study are aimed at: (1) To study the background and the
origin of Plathapienbailan; (2) To study the current survival of Plathapienbailan;
(3) To study the future and the trend of Plathapienbailan.

I have only scoped on Plathapienbailan , a handicraft village in Hualam,
Ayutthaya Province by using qualitative research with written documents, interviews,
and participatory action research. A study has found as follows:

1) Plathapienbailan came from ideas and beliefs of people in ancient times that
people in the south used toddy leaves or coconut leaves to weave in a fish shape,
hanging in front of their homes every time when members of a family out to sea in
order to pray for god’s protection and return home safely. People in the middle part
of Thailand believed that weaving Plathapienbailan which found in the central basin
of river, indicating an abundant of food and prosperity. Moreover, it was believed

that hanging Plathapienbailan above the cradle could protect children from evil.
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2) People of Hualam community mostly Muslims have inherited
Plathapienbailan for more than 200 years. At first, making for decoration. Later on, it
becomes very poppular, people buy Plathapienbailan to hang in the house. Later on,

Plathapienbailan are produced for sale with so many colors. In recent days,seem to
be Plathapienbailan ignored by a new generation.

3) An analyze the trend of shows that Plathapienbailan there are both internal
and external factors of producers, materials, markets and price,Plathapienbailan
cannot survive and will fade away in Thai society.

Recommendations

1. Platapienbailan Producers, government agencies have to encourage local
people to recognize the value of local intellects. Promote ecotourism to public
participation and increase revenues enough to make a living.

2. The materials used to make Platapienbailan, government agencies involved in
forest conservation have to encourage replacement of Tonlan. Prevent Tonlan
cutting include public awareness to respect the value of Tonlan.

3. The products, government agencies to promote OTOP need to focus on
making policies of community products which are a lot in almost every region
of Thailand. To support community products not only conserve local

intellects but also give local people careers.
